100 OF THE MOST IMPORTANT OR WELL-KNOWN
OLD TESTAMENT EVENTS

1. Creation of all Things ‘

"In the beginning God created the heaven and the earth. And the earth was without form, and void; and
darkness was upon the face of the deep. And the Spirit of God moved upon the face of the waters...And
God said, Let the earth bring forth grass, the herb yielding seed, and the fruit tree yielding fruit after his
kind, whose seed is in itself, upon the earth: and it was so... And God made two great lights; the greater
light to rule the day, and the lesser light to rule the night: he made the stars also...And God created
great whales, and every living creature that moveth, which the waters brought forth abundantly, after
their kind, and every winged fowl after his kind: and God saw that it was good...And God made the
beast of the earth after his kind, and cattle after their kind, and every thing that creepeth upon the earth
after his kind: and God saw that it was good. And God said, Let us make man in our image, after our
likeness: and let them have dominion over the fish of the sea, and over the fowl of the air, and over the
cattle, and over all the earth, and over every creeping thing that creepeth upon the earth. So God created
man in his own image, in the image of God created he him; male and female created he them. And God
blessed them, and God said unto them, Be fruitful, and multiply, and replenish the earth, and subdue it:
and have dominion over the fish of the sea, and over the fowl of the air, and over every living thing that
moveth upon the earth.”

(Gen. 1:1-2, 11, 16, 21, 25-28)

| 2. Institution of Marriage ‘

"And the LORD God said, It is not good that the man should be alone; I will make him an help meet for
him. And out of the ground the LORD God formed every beast of the field, and every fowl of the air; and
brought them unto Adam to see what he would call them: and whatsoever Adam called every living
creature, that was the name thereof. And Adam gave names to all cattle, and to the fowl of the air, and to
every beast of the field; but for Adam there was not found an help meet for him. And the LORD God
caused a deep sleep to fall upon Adam, and he slept: and he took one of his ribs, and closed up the flesh
instead thereof; And the rib, which the LORD God had taken from man, made he a woman, and brought
her unto the man. And Adam said, This is now bone of my bones, and flesh of my flesh: she shall be
called Woman, because she was taken out of Man. Therefore shall a man leave his father and his mother,
and shall cleave unto his wife: and they shall be one flesh. And they were both naked, the man and his
wife, and were not ashamed.” (Gen. 2:18-25)

| 3. Fall of Man and Promise of a Redeemer ‘

"And the LORD God took the man, and put him into the garden of Eden to dress it and to keep it. And
the LORD God commanded the man, saying, Of every tree of the garden thou mayest freely eat: But of
the tree of the knowledge of good and evil, thou shalt not eat of it: for in the day that thou eatest thereof
thou shalt surely die.” (Gen. 2:15-17)



"Now the serpent was more subtil than any beast of the field which the LORD God had made. And he
said unto the woman, Yea, hath God said, Ye shall not eat of every tree of the garden? And the woman
said unto the serpent, We may eat of the fruit of the trees of the garden: But of the fruit of the tree which
is in the midst of the garden, God hath said, Ye shall not eat of it, neither shall ye touch it, lest ye die.
And the serpent said unto the woman, Ye shall not surely die: For God doth know that in the day ye eat
thereof, then your eyes shall be opened, and ye shall be as gods, knowing good and evil. And when the
woman saw that the tree was good for food, and that it was pleasant to the eyes, and a tree to be desired
to make one wise, she took of the fruit thereof, and did eat, and gave also unto her husband with her; and
he did eat. And the eyes of them both were opened, and they knew that they were naked,; and they sewed
fig leaves together, and made themselves aprons...And the LORD God said unto the serpent, Because
thou hast done this, thou art cursed above all cattle, and above every beast of the field; upon thy belly
shalt thou go, and dust shalt thou eat all the days of thy life: And I will put enmity between thee and the
woman, and between thy seed and her seed; it shall bruise thy head, and thou shalt bruise his heel...And
Adam called his wife’s name Eve; because she was the mother of all living. Unto Adam also and to his
wife did the LORD God make coats of skins, and clothed them. And the LORD God said, Behold, the
man is become as one of us, to know good and evil: and now, lest he put forth his hand, and take also of
the tree of life, and eat, and live for ever: Therefore the LORD God sent him forth from the garden of
Eden, to till the ground from whence he was taken. So he drove out the man; and he placed at the east of
the garden of Eden Cherubims, and a flaming sword which turned every way, to keep the way of the tree
of life.” (Gen. 3:1-7, 14-15, 20-24)

| 4. Murder of Abel and Birth of Seth

"And Adam knew Eve his wife; and she conceived, and bare Cain, and said, I have gotten a man from
the LORD. And she again bare his brother Abel. And Abel was a keeper of sheep, but Cain was a tiller of
the ground. And in process of time it came to pass, that Cain brought of the fruit of the ground an
offering unto the LORD. And Abel, he also brought of the firstlings of his flock and of the fat thereof.
And the LORD had respect unto Abel and to his offering: But unto Cain and to his offering he had not
respect. And Cain was very wroth, and his countenance fell... And Cain talked with Abel his brother:
and it came to pass, when they were in the field, that Cain rose up against Abel his brother, and slew
him...And Adam knew his wife again; and she bare a son, and called his name Seth: For God, said she,
hath appointed me another seed instead of Abel, whom Cain slew.” (Gen. 4:1-5, 8, 25)

| 5. Removal of Enoch ‘

"And Jared lived an hundred sixty and two years, and he begat Enoch: ... And Enoch lived sixty and
five years, and begat Methuselah: And Enoch walked with God after he begat Methuselah three hundred
years, and begat sons and daughters: And all the days of Enoch were three hundred sixty and five years:
And Enoch walked with God: and he was not; for God took him.” (Gen. 5:18, 21-24)



6. Protection of Noah, His Family, and Selected Animals during
the Great Flood

"And God saw that the wickedness of man was great in the earth, and that every imagination of the
thoughts of his heart was only evil continually. And it repented the LORD that he had made man on the
earth, and it grieved him at his heart. And the LORD said, I will destroy man whom I have created from
the face of the earth; both man, and beast, and the creeping thing, and the fowls of the air; for it repenteth
me that I have made them. But Noah found grace in the eyes of the LORD...And God said unto Noah,
The end of all flesh is come before me; for the earth is filled with violence through them; and, behold, I
will destroy them with the earth. Make thee an ark of gopher wood,; rooms shalt thou make in the ark,
and shalt pitch it within and without with pitch.” (Gen. 6:5-8, 13-14)

"And the LORD said unto Noah, Come thou and all thy house into the ark; for thee have I seen
righteous before me in this generation. Of every clean beast thou shalt take to thee by sevens, the male
and his female: and of beasts that are not clean by two, the male and his female... And Noah went in,
and his sons, and his wife, and his sons’ wives with him, into the ark, because of the waters of the
flood...And it came to pass after seven days, that the waters of the flood were upon the earth...And the
waters prevailed exceedingly upon the earth; and all the high hills, that were under the whole heaven,
were covered...And every living substance was destroyed which was upon the face of the ground, both
man, and cattle, and the creeping things, and the fowl of the heaven; and they were destroyed from the
earth: and Noah only remained alive, and they that were with him in the ark.” (Gen. 7:1-2, 7, 10, 19,
23)

"And God remembered Noah, and every living thing, and all the cattle that was with him in the ark: and
God made a wind to pass over the earth, and the waters asswaged.” (Gen. 8:1)

7. Giving of the Rainbow Covenant ‘

"And God blessed Noah and his sons, and said unto them, Be fruitful, and multiply, and replenish the
earth...And I will establish my covenant with you, neither shall all flesh be cut off any more by the
waters of a flood; neither shall there any more be a flood to destroy the earth. And God said, This is the
token of the covenant which I make between me and you and every living creature that is with you, for
perpetual generations: I do set my bow in the cloud, and it shall be for a token of a covenant between me
and the earth.” (Gen. 9:1, 11-13)

| 8. Tower of Babel Judgment ‘

" And the whole earth was of one language, and of one speech. And it came to pass, as they journeyed
from the east, that they found a plain in the land of Shinar; and they dwelt there. And they said one to
another, Go to, let us make brick, and burn them thoroughly. And they had brick for stone, and slime
had they for morter. And they said, Go to, let us build us a city and a tower, whose top may reach unto
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heaven; and let us make us a name, lest we be scattered abroad upon the face of the whole earth. And the
LORD came down to see the city and the tower, which the children of men builded. And the LORD said,
Behold, the people is one, and they have all one language; and this they begin to do: and now nothing
will be restrained from them, which they have imagined to do. Go to, let us go down, and there confound
their language, that they may not understand one another’s speech. So the LORD scattered them abroad
from thence upon the face of all the earth: and they left off to build the city. Therefore is the name of it
called Babel; because the LORD did there confound the language of all the earth: and from thence did the
LORD scatter them abroad upon the face of all the earth.” (Gen. 11:1-9)

| 9. Conversion, Call, and Commission of Abraham l

"Now the LORD had said unto Abram, Get thee out of thy country, and from thy kindred, and from thy
father’s house, unto a land that I will shew thee: And I will make of thee a great nation, and I will bless
thee, and make thy name great; and thou shalt be a blessing: And I will bless them that bless thee, and
curse him that curseth thee: and in thee shall all families of the earth be blessed.” (Gen. 12:1-3)

10. Meeting between Abraham and Melchizedek ‘

"And Melchizedek king of Salem brought forth bread and wine: and he was the priest of the most high
God. And he blessed him, and said, Blessed be Abram of the most high God, possessor of heaven and
earth: And blessed be the most high God, which hath delivered thine enemies into thy hand. And he gave
him tithes of all.” (Gen. 14:18-20)

| 11. Ratification of the Abrahamic Covenant

" After these things the word of the LORD came unto Abram in a vision, saying, Fear not,
Abram:...And he brought him forth abroad, and said, Look now toward heaven, and tell the stars, if thou
be able to number them: and he said unto him, So shall thy seed be. And he believed in the LORD; and
he counted it to him for righteousness. And he said unto him, I am the LORD that brought thee out of
Ur of the Chaldees, to give thee this land to inherit it. And he said, LORD God, whereby shall I know
that 1 shall inherit it? And he said unto him, Take me an heifer of three years old, and a she goat of three
years old, and a ram of three years old, and a turtledove, and a young pigeon.” (Gen. 15:1, 5-9)

12. Marriage of Abraham to Hagar and Birth of Ishmael ‘

"And Sarai said unto Abram, Behold now, the LORD hath restrained me from bearing: I pray thee, go
in unto my maid; it may be that I may obtain children by her. And Abram hearkened to the voice of

Sarai...And Hagar bare Abram a son: and Abram called his son’s name, which Hagar bare, Ishmael.”
(Gen. 16:2, 15)

13. Institution of Circumcision and Changing of Abram's and
Sarai's Names




" And when Abram was ninety years old and nine, the LORD appeared to Abram, and said unto him, I
am the Almighty God; walk before me, and be thou perfect...As for me, behold, my covenant is with
thee, and thou shalt be a father of many nations. Neither shall thy name any more be called Abram, but
thy name shall be Abraham; for a father of many nations have I made thee...And God said unto
Abraham, Thou shalt keep my covenant therefore, thou, and thy seed after thee in their generations. This
is my covenant, which ye shall keep, between me and you and thy seed after thee; Every man child
among you shall be circumcised. And ye shall circumcise the flesh of your foreskin; and it shall be a
token of the covenant betwixt me and you. And he that is eight days old shall be circumcised among you,
every man child in your generations, he that is born in the house, or bought with money of any stranger,
which is not of thy seed. He that is born in thy house, and he that is bought with thy money, must needs
be circumcised: and my covenant shall be in your flesh for an everlasting covenant...And God said unto
Abraham, As for Sarai thy wife, thou shalt not call her name Sarai, but Sarah shall her name be. And 1
will bless her, and give thee a son also of her: yea, I will bless her, and she shall be a mother of nations;
kings of people shall be of her.”

(Gen. 17:1, 4-5, 9-13, 15-16)

| 14. Destruction of Sodom ‘

"And the LORD said, Because the cry of Sodom and Gomorrah is great, and because their sin is very
grievous; I will go down now, and see whether they have done altogether according to the cry of it,
which is come unto me; and if not, I will know.” (Gen. 18:20-21)

"Then the LORD rained upon Sodom and upon Gomorrah brimstone and fire from the LORD out of
heaven; And he overthrew those cities, and all the plain, and all the inhabitants of the cities, and that
which grew upon the ground. And Abraham gat up early in the morning to the place where he stood
before the LORD: And he looked toward Sodom and Gomorrah, and toward all the land of the plain, and
beheld, and, lo, the smoke of the country went up as the smoke of a furnace.” (Gen. 19:24-25, 27-28)

| 15. Birth of Isaac |

"And the LORD wvisited Sarah as he had said, and the LORD did unto Sarah as he had spoken. For
Sarah conceived, and bare Abraham a son in his old age, at the set time of which God had spoken to him.
And Abraham called the name of his son that was born unto him, whom Sarah bare to him, Isaac. And
Abraham circumcised his son Isaac being eight days old, as God had commanded him. And Abraham
was an hundred years old, when his son Isaac was born unto him. And Sarah said, God hath made me to
laugh, so that all that hear will laugh with me. And she said, Who would have said unto Abraham, that
Sarah should have given children suck? for I have born him a son in his old age.” (Gen. 21:1-7)

16. Offering up of Isaac ‘

"And it came to pass after these things, that God did tempt Abraham, and said unto him, Abraham: and
he said, Behold, here I am. And he said, Take now thy son, thine only son Isaac, whom thou lovest, and
get thee into the land of Moriah; and offer him there for a burnt offering upon one of the mountains
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which I will tell thee of. And Abraham rose up early in the morning, and saddled his ass, and took two of
his young men with him, and Isaac his son, and clave the wood for the burnt offering, and rose up, and
went unto the place of which God had told him. Then on the third day Abraham lifted up his eyes, and
saw the place afar off. And Abraham said unto his young men, Abide ye here with the ass; and I and the
lad will go yonder and worship, and come again to you. And Abraham took the wood of the burnt
offering, and laid it upon Isaac his son; and he took the fire in his hand, and a knife; and they went both
of them together. And Isaac spake unto Abraham his father, and said, My father: and he said, Here am 1,
my son. And he said, Behold the fire and the wood: but where is the lamb for a burnt offering? And
Abraham said, My son, God will provide himself a lamb for a burnt offering: so they went both of them
together. And they came to the place which God had told him of; and Abraham built an altar there, and
laid the wood in order, and bound Isaac his son, and laid him on the altar upon the wood. And Abraham
stretched forth his hand, and took the knife to slay his son. And the angel of the LORD called unto him
out of heaven, and said, Abraham, Abraham: and he said, Here am 1. And he said, Lay not thine hand
upon the lad, neither do thou any thing unto him: for now I know that thou fearest God, seeing thou
hast not withheld thy son, thine only son from me. And Abraham lifted up his eyes, and looked, and
behold behind him a ram caught in a thicket by his horns: and Abraham went and took the ram, and
offered him up for a burnt offering in the stead of his son. And Abraham called the name of that place
Jehovahjireh: as it is said to this day, In the mount of the LORD it shall be seen.” (Gen. 22:1-14)

| 17. Marriage of Isaac and Rebekah ‘

"And Abraham was old, and well stricken in age: and the LORD had blessed Abraham in all things.
And Abraham said unto his eldest servant of his house, that ruled over all that he had, Put, I pray thee,
thy hand under my thigh: And I will make thee swear by the LORD, the God of heaven, and the God of
the earth, that thou shalt not take a wife unto my son of the daughters of the Canaanites, among whom I
dwell: But thou shalt go unto my country, and to my kindred, and take a wife unto my son Isaac...And
the servant took ten camels of the camels of his master, and departed; for all the goods of his master were
in his hand: and he arose, and went to Mesopotamia, unto the city of Nahor...And he said O LORD
God of my master Abraham, I pray thee, send me good speed this day, and shew kindness unto my
master Abraham. Behold, I stand here by the well of water; and the daughters of the men of the city come
out to draw water:And let it come to pass, that the damsel to whom I shall say, Let down thy pitcher, I
pray thee, that I may drink; and she shall say, Drink, and I will give thy camels drink also: let the same
be she that thou hast appointed for thy servant Isaac; and thereby shall I know that thou hast shewed
kindness unto my master. And it came to pass, before he had done speaking, that, behold, Rebekah came
out, who was born to Bethuel, son of Milcah, the wife of Nahor, Abraham’s brother, with her pitcher
upon her shoulder...And Rebekah arose, and her damsels, and they rode upon the camels, and followed
the man: and the servant took Rebekah, and went his way....And Isaac went out to meditate in the field
at the eventide: and he lifted up his eyes, and saw, and, behold, the camels were coming...And Isaac
brought her into his mother Sarah’s tent, and took Rebekah, and she became his wife; and he loved her:
and Isaac was comforted after his mother’s death.”

(Gen. 24:1-4, 10, 12-15, 61, 63, 67)

| 18. Birth of Esau and Jacob ‘




"And Isaac intreated the LORD for his wife, because she was barren: and the LORD was intreated of
him, and Rebekah his wife conceived. And the children struggled together within her; and she said, If it
be so, why am I thus? And she went to enquire of the LORD. And the LORD said unto her, Two
nations are in thy womb, and two manner of people shall be separated from thy bowels; and the one
people shall be stronger than the other people; and the elder shall serve the younger. And when her days
to be delivered were fulfilled, behold, there were twins in her womb. And the first came out red, all over
like an hairy garment; and they called his name Esau. And after that came his brother out, and his hand
took hold on Esau’s heel; and his name was called Jacob: and Isaac was threescore years old when she
bare them.” (Gen. 25:21-26)

19. Transfer of both Birthright and Blessing from Esau to
Jacob

"And the boys grew: and Esau was a cunning hunter, a man of the field; and Jacob was a plain man,
dwelling in tents. And Isaac loved Esau, because he did eat of his venison: but Rebekah loved Jacob. And
Jacob sod pottage: and Esau came from the field, and he was faint: And Esau said to Jacob, Feed me, I
pray thee, with that same red pottage; for I am faint: therefore was his name called Edom. And Jacob
said, Sell me this day thy birthright. And Esau said, Behold, I am at the point to die: and what profit
shall this birthright do to me? And Jacob said, Swear to me this day; and he sware unto him: and he sold
his birthright unto Jacob. Then Jacob gave Esau bread and pottage of lentiles; and he did eat and drink,
and rose up, and went his way: thus Esau despised his birthright.” (Gen. 25:27-34)

"And Rebekah spake unto Jacob her son, saying, Behold, I heard thy father speak unto Esau thy brother,
saying, Bring me venison, and make me savoury meat, that I may eat, and bless thee before the LORD
before my death. Now therefore, my son, obey my voice according to that which I command thee. Go now
to the flock, and fetch me from thence two good kids of the goats; and 1 will make them savoury meat for
thy father, such as he loveth: And thou shalt bring it to thy father, that he may eat, and that he may bless
thee before his death. And Jacob said to Rebekah his mother, Behold, Esau my brother is a hairy man,
and I am a smooth man: My father peradventure will feel me, and I shall seem to him as a deceiver; and I
shall bring a curse upon me, and not a blessing. And his mother said unto him, Upon me be thy curse,
my son: only obey my voice, and go fetch me them. And he went, and fetched, and brought them to his
mother: and his mother made savoury meat, such as his father loved. And Rebekah took goodly raiment
of her eldest son Esau, which were with her in the house, and put them upon Jacob her younger son: And
she put the skins of the kids of the goats upon his hands, and upon the smooth of his neck.” (Gen. 27:6-
16)

| 20. Flight of Jacob and His Marriages to Leah and Rachel ‘

"And Jacob went out from Beersheba, and went toward Haran. And he lighted upon a certain place, and
tarried there all night, because the sun was set; and he took of the stones of that place, and put them for
his pillows, and lay down in that place to sleep. And he dreamed, and behold a ladder set up on the earth,
and the top of it reached to heaven: and behold the angels of God ascending and descending on it. And,
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behold, the LORD stood above it, and said, I am the LORD God of Abraham thy father, and the God of
Isaac: the land whereon thou liest, to thee will I give it, and to thy seed; And thy seed shall be as the dust
of the earth, and thou shalt spread abroad to the west, and to the east, and to the north, and to the south:
and in thee and in thy seed shall all the families of the earth be blessed...And Jacob rose up early in the
morning, and took the stone that he had put for his pillows, and set it up for a pillar, and poured oil
upon the top of it. And he called the name of that place Bethel: but the name of that city was called Luz
at the first.” (Gen. 28:10-14, 18-19)

"And Jacob loved Rachel; and said, I will serve thee seven years for Rachel thy younger daughter. And
Laban said, 1t is better that I give her to thee, than that I should give her to another man: abide with me.
And Jacob served seven years for Rachel; and they seemed unto him but a few days, for the love he had to
her. And Jacob said unto Laban, Give me my wife, for my days are fulfilled, that I may go in unto her.
And Laban gathered together all the men of the place, and made a feast. And it came to pass in the
evening, that he took Leah his daughter, and brought her to him; and he went in unto her...And it came
to pass, that in the morning, behold, it was Leah: and he said to Laban, What is this thou hast done unto
me? did not I serve with thee for Rachel? wherefore then hast thou beguiled me? And Laban said, It
must not be so done in our country, to give the younger before the firstborn. Fulfil her week, and we will
give thee this also for the service which thou shalt serve with me yet seven other years. And Jacob did so,
and fulfilled her week: and he gave him Rachel his daughter to wife also.” (Gen. 29:18-23, 25-28)

| 21. Wrestling Match Between Jacob and God ‘

"And the messengers returned to Jacob, saying, We came to thy brother Esau, and also he cometh to
meet thee, and four hundred men with him. Then Jacob was greatly afraid and distressed: and he divided
the people that was with him, and the flocks, and herds, and the camels, into two bands; And said, If
Esau come to the one company, and smite it, then the other company which is left shall escape...And he
rose up that night, and took his two wives, and his two womenservants, and his eleven sons, and passed
over the ford Jabbok...And Jacob was left alone; and there wrestled a man with him until the breaking of
the day. And when he saw that he prevailed not against him, he touched the hollow of his thigh; and the
hollow of Jacob’s thigh was out of joint, as he wrestled with him. And he said, Let me go, for the day
breaketh. And he said, I will not let thee go, except thou bless me. And he said unto him, What is thy
name? And he said, Jacob. And he said, Thy name shall be called no more Jacob, but Israel: for as a
prince hast thou power with God and with men, and hast prevailed. And Jacob asked him, and said, Tell
me, I pray thee, thy name. And he said, Wherefore is it that thou dost ask after my name? And he blessed
him there. And Jacob called the name of the place Peniel: for I have seen God face to face, and my life is
preserved. And as he passed over Penuel the sun rose upon him, and he halted upon his thigh. Therefore
the children of Israel eat not of the sinew which shrank, which is upon the hollow of the thigh, unto this
day: because he touched the hollow of Jacob’s thigh in the sinew that shrank.”

(Gen. 32:6-8, 22, 24-32)

| 22. Selling of Joseph and Subsequent Elevation in Egypt ‘

"Now Israel loved Joseph more than all his children, because he was the son of his old age: and he made
him a coat of many colours. And when his brethren saw that their father loved him more than all his
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brethren, they hated him, and could not speak peaceably unto him... And it came to pass, when Joseph
was come unto his brethren, that they stript Joseph out of his coat, his coat of many colours that was on
him;.. And they sat down to eat bread: and they lifted up their eyes and looked, and, behold, a company
of Ishmeelites came from Gilead with their camels bearing spicery and balm and myrrh, going to carry it
down to Egypt... Then there passed by Midianites merchantmen; and they drew and lifted up Joseph out
of the pit, and sold Joseph to the Ishmeelites for twenty pieces of silver: and they brought Joseph into
Egypt.” (Gen. 37:3-4, 23, 25, 28)

"And it came to pass at the end of two full years, that Pharoah dreamed: and, behold, he stood by the
river...And it came to pass in the morning that his spirit was troubled; and he sent and called for all the
magicians of Egypt, and all the wise men thereof: and Pharaoh told them his dream; but there was none
that could interpret them unto Pharaoh...And Pharaoh said unto Joseph, I have dreamed a dream, and
there is none that can interpret it: and I have heard say of thee, that thou canst understand a dream to
interpret it. And Joseph answered Pharaoh, saying, It is not in me: God shall give Pharaoh an answer of
peace.... And the thing was good in the eyes of Pharaoh, and in the eyes of all his servants. And Pharaoh
said unto his servants, Can we find such a one as this is, a man in whom the Spirit of God is? And
Pharaoh said unto Joseph, Forasmuch as God hath shewed thee all this, there is none so discreet and wise
as thou art: Thou shalt be over my house, and according unto thy word shall all my people be ruled: only
in the throne will I be greater than thou. And Pharaoh said unto Joseph, See, I have set thee over all the
land of Egypt. And Pharaoh took off his ring from his hand, and put it upon Joseph's hand, and arrayed
him in vestures of fine linen, and put a gold chain about his neck; And he made him to ride in the second
chariot which he had; and they cried before him, Bow the knee: and he made him ruler over all the land of
Egypt. And Pharaoh said unto Joseph, I am Pharaoh, and without thee shall no man lift up his hand or
foot in all the land of Egypt.” (Gen. 41:1, 8, 15-16, 37-44)

23. Joseph Reveals Himself to His Brothers, Resulting in Jacob
And His Family Moving to Egypt

"Then Joseph could not refrain himself before all them that stood by him; and he cried, Cause
every man to go out from me. And there stood no man with him, while Joseph made himself
known unto his brethren. And he wept aloud: and the Egyptians and the house of Pharaoh
heard. And Joseph said unto his brethren, I am Joseph; doth my father yet live? And his
brethren could not answer him; for they were troubled at his presence. And Joseph said unto
his brethren, Come near to me, I pray you. And they came near. And he said, I am Joseph your
brother, whom ye sold into Egypt. Now therefore be not grieved, nor angry with yourselves,
that ye sold me hither: for God did send me before you to preserve life. For these two years
hath the famine been in the land: and yet there are five years, in the which there shall neither
be earing nor harvest. And God sent me before you to preserve you a posterity in the earth,
and to save your lives by a great deliverance. So now it was not you that sent me hither, but
God: and he hath made me a father to Pharaoh, and lord of all his house, and a ruler
throughout all the land of Egypt. Haste ye, and go up to my father, and say unto him, Thus
saith thy son Joseph, God hath made me lord of all Egypt: come down unto me, tarry not: And
thou shalt dwell in the land of Goshen, and thou shalt be near unto me, thou, and thy children,
and thy children's children, and thy flocks, and thy herds, and all that thou hast: And there

will I nourish thee; for yet there are five years of famine; lest thou, and thy household, and all
that thou hast, come to poverty." (Gen. 45:1-11)

" And Israel took his journey with all that he had, and came to Beersheba, and offered sacrifices unto the
God of his father Isaac. And God spake unto Israel in the visions of the night, and said, Jacob, Jacob. And
he said, Here am I. And he said, I am God, the God of thy father: fear not to go down into EQypt; for 1
will there make of thee a great nation: I will go down with thee into EQypt; and I will also surely bring
thee up again: and Joseph shall put his hand upon thine eyes. And Jacob rose up from Beersheba: and the
sons of Israel carried Jacob their father, and their little ones, and their wives, in the wagons which
Pharaoh had sent to carry him. And they took their cattle, and their goods, which they had gotten in the
land of Canaan, and came into Egypt, Jacob, and all his seed with him: His sons, and his sons’ sons with
him, his daughters, and his sons’ daughters, and all his seed brought he with him into Egypt.” (Gen.
46:1-7)

| 24. The Dying Jacob Blesses His Twelve Sons in Egypt ‘

"And Jacob called unto his sons, and said, Gather yourselves together, that I may tell you that which
shall befall you in the last days. Gather yourselves together, and hear, ye sons of Jacob; and hearken unto
Israel your father...The sceptre shall not depart from Judah, nor a lawgiver from between his feet, until
Shiloh come; and unto him shall the gathering of the people be... Joseph is a fruitful bough, even a
fruitful bough by a well; whose branches run over the wall:.. All these are the twelve tribes of Israel: and
this is it that their father spake unto them, and blessed them; every one according to his blessing he
blessed them.” (Gen. 49:1-2, 10, 22, 28)

| 25. The Sufferings of Job and the Sovereignty of God ‘

"There was a man in the land of Uz, whose name was Job; and that man was perfect and upright, and
one that feared God, and eschewed evil... And the LORD said unto Satan, Hast thou considered my
servant Job, that there is none like him in the earth, a perfect and an upright man, one that feareth God,
and escheweth evil? Then Satan answered the LORD, and said, Doth Job fear God for nought? Hast not
thou made an hedge about him, and about his house, and about all that he hath on every side? thou hast
blessed the work of his hands, and his substance is increased in the land. But put forth thine hand now,
and touch all that he hath, and he will curse thee to thy face. And the LORD said unto Satan, Behold, all
that he hath is in thy power; only upon himself put not forth thine hand. So Satan went forth from the
presence of the LORD.” (Job. 1:1, 8-12)

" Again there was a day when the sons of God came to present themselves before the LORD, and Satan
came also among them to present himself before the LORD...And the LORD said unto Satan, Hast thou
considered my servant Job, that there is none like him in the earth, a perfect and an upright man, one
that feareth God, and escheweth evil? and still he holdeth fast his integrity, although thou movedst me
against him, to destroy him without cause. And Satan answered the LORD, and said, Skin for skin, yea,
all that a man hath will he give for his life. But put forth thine hand now, and touch his bone and his
flesh, and he will curse thee to thy face. And the LORD said unto Satan, Behold, he is in thine hand, but
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save his life. So went Satan forth from the presence of the LORD, and smote Job with sore boils from the
sole of his foot unto his crown.” (Job. 2:1, 3-7)

"And the LORD turned the captivity of Job, when he prayed for his friends: also the LORD gave Job
twice as much as he had before...So the LORD blessed the latter end of Job more than his beginning: for
he had fourteen thousand sheep, and six thousand camels, and a thousand yoke of oxen, and a thousand
she asses.” (Job 42:10, 12)

| 26. Enslavement of Israel in Egypt ‘

"Now there arose up a new king over EQypt, which knew not Joseph. And he said unto his people,
Behold, the people of the children of Israel are more and mightier than we: Come on, let us deal wisely
with them; lest they multiply, and it come to pass, that, when there falleth out any war, they join also
unto our enemies, and fight against us, and so get them up out of the land. Therefore they did set over
them taskmasters to afflict them with their burdens. And they built for Pharaoh treasure cities, Pithom
and Raamses. But the more they afflicted them, the more they multiplied and grew. And they were
grieved because of the children of Israel. And the EQyptians made the children of Israel to serve with
rigour: And they made their lives bitter with hard bondage, in morter, and in brick, and in all manner of
service in the field: all their service, wherein they made them serve, was with rigour.” (Exod. 1:8-14)

27. Rescue of the Baby Moses from the Nile ‘

"And there went a man of the house of Levi, and took to wife a daughter of Levi. And the woman
conceived, and bare a son: and when she saw him that he was a goodly child, she hid him three months.
And when she could not longer hide him, she took for him an ark of bulrushes, and daubed it with slime
and with pitch, and put the child therein; and she laid it in the flags by the river’s brink. And his sister
stood afar off, to wit what would be done to him. And the daughter of Pharaoh came down to wash
herself at the river; and her maidens walked along by the river’s side; and when she saw the ark among
the flags, she sent her maid to fetch it. And when she had opened it, she saw the child: and, behold, the
babe wept. And she had compassion on him, and said, This is one of the Hebrews’ children. Then said
his sister to Pharaoh’s daughter, Shall I go and call to thee a nurse of the Hebrew women, that she may
nurse the child for thee? And Pharaoh’s daughter said to her, Go. And the maid went and called the
child’s mother. And Pharaoh’s daughter said unto her, Take this child away, and nurse it for me, and I
will give thee thy wages. And the women took the child, and nursed it. And the child grew, and she
brought him unto Pharaoh’s daughter, and he became her son. And she called his name Moses: and she
said, Because I drew him out of the water.”

(Exod. 2:1-10)

| 28. Call of Moses Beside the Burning Bush ‘

"Now Moses kept the flock of Jethro his father in law, the priest of Midian: and he led the flock to the
backside of the desert, and came to the mountain of God, even to Horeb. And the angel of the LORD
appeared unto him in a flame of fire out of the midst of a bush: and he looked, and, behold, the bush
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burned with fire, and the bush was not consumed. And Moses said, I will now turn aside, and see this
great sight, why the bush is not burnt. And when the LORD saw that he turned aside to see, God called
unto him out of the midst of the bush, and said, Moses, Moses. And he said, Here am I. And he said,
Draw not nigh hither: put off thy shoes from off thy feet, for the place whereon thou standest is holy
ground...And the LORD said, I have surely seen the affliction of my people which are in EQypt, and
have heard their cry by reason of their taskmasters; for I know their sorrows; And I am come down to
deliver them out of the hand of the Eqyptians, and to bring them up out of that land unto a good land
and a large, unto a land flowing with milk and honey; unto the place of the Canaanites, and the Hittites,
and the Amorites, and the Perizzites, and the Hivites, and the Jebusites...Come now therefore, and I will
send thee unto Pharaoh, that thou mayest bring forth my people the children of Israel out of Egypt.”
(Exod. 3:1-5, 7-8, 10)

29. The Passover Plague ‘

"Speak ye unto all the congregation of Israel, saying, In the tenth day of this month they shall take to
them every man a lamb, according to the house of their fathers, a lamb for an house:.. And ye shall keep
it up until the fourteenth day of the same month: and the whole assembly of the congregation of Israel
shall kill it in the evening. And they shall take of the blood, and strike it on the two side posts and on the
upper door post of the houses, wherein they shall eat it...For I will pass through the land of EQypt this
night, and will smite all the firstborn in the land of EQypt, both man and beast; and against all the gods
of Egypt 1 will execute judgment: I am the LORD. And the blood shall be to you for a token upon the
houses where ye are: and when I see the blood, I will pass over you, and the plague shall not be upon you
to destroy you, when I smite the land of Egypt. And this day shall be unto you for a memorial; and ye
shall keep it a feast to the LORD throughout your generations; ye shall keep it a feast by an ordinance
for ever...And it came to pass, that at midnight the LORD smote all the firstborn in the land of Egypt,
from the firstborn of Pharaoh that sat on his throne unto the firstborn of the captive that was in the
dungeon; and all the firstborn of cattle.” (Exod. 12:3, 6-7, 12-14, 29)

| 30. Appearance of the Glory Cloud and the Red Sea Crossing ‘

"And the LORD went before them by day in a pillar of a cloud, to lead them the way; and by night in a
pillar of fire, to give them light; to go by day and night: He took not away the pillar of the cloud by day,
nor the pillar of fire by night, from before the people.” (Exod. 13:21-22)

"And the children of Israel went into the midst of the sea upon the dry ground: and the waters were a
wall unto them on their right hand, and on their left. And the EQyptians pursued, and went in after
them to the midst of the sea, even all Pharaoh’s horses, his chariots, and his horsemen. And it came to
pass, that in the morning watch the LORD looked unto the host of the Eqyptians through the pillar of
fire and of the cloud, and troubled the host of the EQyptians, And took off their chariot wheels, that they
drave them heavily: so that the Egyptians said, Let us flee from the face of Israel; for the LORD fighteth
for them against the Egyptians. And the LORD said unto Moses, Stretch out thine hand over the sea,
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that the waters may come again upon the EQyptians, upon their chariots, and upon their horsemen.
And Moses stretched forth his hand over the sea, and the sea returned to his strength when the morning
appeared; and the EQyptians fled against it; and the LORD overthrew the Egyptians in the midst of the
sea. And the waters returned, and covered the chariots, and the horsemen, and all the host of Pharaoh
that came into the sea after them; there remained not so much as one of them. But the children of Israel
walked upon dry land in the midst of the sea; and the waters were a wall unto them on their right hand,
and on their left. Thus the LORD saved Israel that day out of the hand of the EQyptians; and Israel saw
the Egyptians dead upon the sea shore.” (Exod. 14:22-30)

31. Giving of the Manna ‘

" And when the dew that lay was gone up, behold, upon the face of the wilderness there lay a small round
thing, as small as the hoar frost on the ground. And when the children of Israel saw it, they said one to
another, It is manna: for they wist not what it was. And Moses said unto them, This is the bread which
the LORD hath given you to eat. This is the thing which the LORD hath commanded, Gather of it every
man according to his eating, an omer for every man, according to the number of your persons; take ye
every man for them which are in his tents. And the children of Israel did so, and gathered, some more,
some less. And when they did mete it with an omer, he that gathered much had nothing over, and he that
gathered little had no lack; they gathered every man according to his eating... And the house of Israel
called the name thereof Manna: and it was like coriander seed, white; and the taste of it was like wafers
made with honey...And the children of Israel did eat manna forty years, until they came to a land
inhabited; they did eat manna, until they came unto the borders of the land of Canaan.” (Exod. 16:14-
18, 31, 35)

| 32. Institution of the Sabbath ‘

"And Moses said, Eat that to day; for to day is a sabbath unto the LORD: to day ye shall not find it in
the field. Six days ye shall gather it; but on the seventh day, which is the sabbath, in it there shall be
none...See, for that the LORD hath given you the sabbath, therefore he giveth you on the sixth day the
bread of two days; abide ye every man in his place, let no man go out of his place on the seventh day. So
the people rested on the seventh day.”

(Exod. 16:25-26, 29-30)

"Ye shall keep the sabbath therefore; for it is holy unto you: every one that defileth it shall
surely be put to death: for whosoever doeth any work therein, that soul shall be cut off from
among his people. Six days may work be done; but in the seventh is the sabbath of rest, holy to
the LORD: whosoever doeth any work in the sabbath day, he shall surely be put to death.
Wherefore the children of Israel shall keep the sabbath, to observe the sabbath throughout
their generations, for a perpetual covenant. It is a sign between me and the children of Israel
for ever: for in six days the LORD made heaven and earth, and on the seventh day he rested,
and was refreshed." (Exod. 31:14-17)

33. Moses Strikes the Rock at Rephidim and Prays for Israel

"And all the congregation of the children of Israel journeyed from the wilderness of Sin, after their
journeys, according to the commandment of the LORD, and pitched in Rephidim: and there was no
water for the people to drink...And the LORD said unto Moses, Go on before the people, and take with
thee of the elders of Israel; and thy rod, wherewith thou smotest the river, take in thine hand, and go.
Behold, I will stand before thee there upon the rock in Horeb; and thou shalt smite the rock, and there
shall come water out of it, that the people may drink. And Moses did so in the sight of the elders of
Israel... Then came Amalek, and fought with Israel in Rephidim. And Moses said unto Joshua, Choose
us out men, and go out, fight with Amalek: to morrow I will stand on the top of the hill with the rod of
God in mine hand. So Joshua did as Moses had said to him, and fought with Amalek: and Moses, Aaron,
and Hur went up to the top of the hill. And it came to pass, when Moses held up his hand, that Israel
prevailed: and when he let down his hand, Amalek prevailed. But Moses hands were heavy; and they
took a stone, and put it under him, and he sat thereon; and Aaron and Hur stayed up his hands, the one
on the one side, and the other on the other side; and his hands were steady until the going down of the
sun. And Joshua discomfited Amalek and his people with the edge of the sword. And the LORD said
unto Moses, Write this for a memorial in a book, and rehearse it in the ears of Joshua: for I will utterly
put out the remembrance of Amalek from under heaven.” (Exod. 17:1, 5-6, 8-14)

| 34. Giving of the Ten Commandments at Mt. Sinai ‘

"Thou shalt have no other gods before me. Thou shalt not make unto thee any graven image, or any
likeness of any thing that is in heaven above, or that is in the earth beneath, or that is in the water under
the earth...Thou shalt not take the name of the LORD thy God in vain; for the LORD will not hold him
quiltless that taketh his name in vain. Remember the sabbath day, to keep it holy...Honour thy father
and thy mother: that thy days may be long upon the land which the LORD thy God giveth thee. Thou
shalt not kill. Thou shalt not commit adultery. Thou shalt not steal. Thou shalt not bear false witness
against thy neighbour. Thou shalt not covet thy neighbour’s house, thou shalt not covet thy neighbour’s
wife, nor his manservant, nor his maidservant, nor his ox, nor his ass, nor any thing that is thy

neighbour’s.
(Exod. 20:3-4, 7-8, 12-17)

"And he gave unto Moses, when he had made an end of communing with him upon mount Sinai, two
tables of testimony, tables of stone, written with the finger of God.” (Exod. 31:18)

"And it came to pass, when Moses came down from mount Sinai with the two tables of testimony in
Moses” hand, when he came down from the mount, that Moses wist not that the skin of his face shone
while he talked with him...And afterward all the children of Israel came nigh: and he gave them in
commandment all that the LORD had spoken with him in mount Sinai.” (Exod. 34:29, 32)

35. Worship of the Golden Calf at Sinai ‘

" And when the people saw that Moses delayed to come down out of the mount, the people gathered
themselves together unto Aaron, and said unto him, Up, make us gods, which shall go before us; for as
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for this Moses, the man that brought us up out of the land of EQypt, we wot not what is become of him.
And Aaron said unto them, Break off the golden earrings, which are in the ears of your wives, of your
sons, and of your daughters, and bring them unto me. And all the people brake off the golden earrings
which were in their ears, and brought them unto Aaron. And he received them at their hand, and
fashioned it with a graving tool, after he had made it a molten calf: and they said, These be thy gods, O
Israel, which brought thee up out of the land of EQypt...And they rose up early on the morrow, and
offered burnt offerings, and brought peace offerings; and the people sat down to eat and to drink, and
rose up to play.” (Exod. 32:1-4, 6)

| 36. Moses Intercedes for Israel and Views God's Glory |

"And it came to pass on the morrow, that Moses said unto the people, Ye have sinned a great sin: and
now I will go up unto the LORD; peradventure I shall make an atonement for your sin. And Moses
returned unto the LORD, and said, Oh, this people have sinned a great sin, and have made them gods of
gold. Yet now, if thou wilt forgive their sin--; and if not, blot me, I pray thee, out of thy book which thou
hast written.” (Exod. 32:30-32)

"And he said, I beseech thee, shew me thy glory. And he said, I will make all my goodness
pass before thee, and I will proclaim the name of the LORD before thee; and will be gracious to
whom I will be gracious, and will shew mercy on whom I will shew mercy. And he said, Thou
canst not see my face: for there shall no man see me, and live. And the LORD said, Behold,
there is a place by me, and thou shalt stand upon a rock: And it shall come to pass, while my
glory passeth by, that I will put thee in a clift of the rock, and will cover thee with my hand
while I pass by: And I will take away mine hand, and thou shalt see my back parts: but my
face shall not be seen." (Exod. 33:18-23)

37. Building of the Tabernacle and Anointing of Aaron as the
First High Priest

"And the LORD spake unto Moses, saying, Speak unto the children of Israel, that they bring me an
offering: of every man that giveth it willingly with his heart ye shall take my offering... And let them
make me a sanctuary; that I may dwell among them. According to all that I shew thee, after the pattern
of the tabernacle, and the pattern of all the instruments thereof, even so shall ye make it.” (Exod. 25:1-2,
8-9)

"And take thou unto thee Aaron thy brother, and his sons with him, from among the children of Israel,
that he may minister unto me in the priest’s office, even Aaron, Nadab and Abihu, Eleazar and Ithamar,
Aaron’s sons.” (Exod. 28:1)

"And there I will meet with the children of Israel, and the tabernacle shall be sanctified by my glory.
And I will sanctify the tabernacle of the congregation, and the altar: I will sanctify also both Aaron and
his sons, to minister to me in the priest’s office. And I will dwell among the children of Israel, and will
their God.” (Exod. 29:43-45)
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"Then a cloud covered the tent of the congregation, and the glory of the LORD filled the tabernacle. And
Moses was not able to enter into the tent of the congregation, because the cloud abode thereon, and the
glory of the LORD filled the tabernacle. And when the cloud was taken up from over the tabernacle, the
children of Israel went onward in all their journeys: But if the cloud were not taken up, then they
journeyed not till the day that it was taken up. For the cloud of the LORD was upon the tabernacle by
day, and fire was on it by night, in the sight of all the house of Israel, throughout all their journeys.”
(Exod. 40:34-38)

| 38. Giving of the Levitical Feasts and Ordinance of the Red Heifer |

"These are the feasts of the LORD, even holy convocations, which ye shall proclaim in their seasons. In
the fourteenth day of the first month at even is the LORD's passover. And on the fifteenth day of the
same month is the feast of unleavened bread unto the LORD: seven days ye must eat unleavened
bread...Speak unto the children of Israel, and say unto them, When ye be come into the land which I
give unto you, and shall reap the harvest thereof, then ye shall bring a sheaf of the firstfruits of your
harvest unto the priest: And he shall wave the sheaf before the LORD, to be accepted for you: on the
morrow after the sabbath the priest shall wave it...And ye shall count unto you from the morrow after
the sabbath, from the day that ye brought the sheaf of the wave offering; seven sabbaths shall be complete:
Even unto the morrow after the seventh sabbath shall ye number fifty days; and ye shall offer a new
meat offering unto the LORD. Ye shall bring out of your habitations two wave loaves of two tenth deals;
they shall be of fine flour; they shall be baken with leaven; they are the firstfruits unto the
LORD...Speak unto the children of Israel, saying, In the seventh month, in the first day of the month,
shall ye have a sabbath, a memorial of blowing of trumpets, an holy convocation...Also on the tenth day
of this seventh month there shall be a day of atonement: it shall be an holy convocation unto you; and ye
shall afflict your souls, and offer an offering made by fire unto the LORD.” (Lev. 23:4-6, 10-11, 15-17,
24, 27)

"This is the ordinance of the law which the LORD hath commanded, saying, Speak unto the children of
Israel, that they bring thee a red heifer without spot, wherein is no blemish, and upon which never came
yoke: And ye shall give her unto Eleazar the priest, that he may bring her forth without the camp, and
one shall slay her before his face: And Eleazar the priest shall take of her blood with his finger, and
sprinkle of her blood directly before the tabernacle of the congregation seven times: And one shall burn
the heifer in his sight; her skin, and her flesh, and her blood, with her dung, shall he burn: And the priest
shall take cedar wood, and hyssop, and scarlet, and cast it into the midst of the burning of the heifer.
Then the priest shall wash his clothes, and he shall bathe his flesh in water, and afterward he shall come
into the camp, and the priest shall be unclean until the even. And he that burneth her shall wash his
clothes in water, and bathe his flesh in water, and shall be unclean until the even. And a man that is
clean shall gather up the ashes of the heifer, and lay them up without the camp in a clean place, and it
shall be kept for the congregation of the children of Israel for a water of separation: it is a purification for
sin.” (Num. 19:2-9)

| 39. Miriam's Leprosy ‘
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"And Miriam and Aaron spake against Moses because of the Ethiopian woman whom he had married:
for he had married an Ethiopian woman. And they said, Hath the LORD indeed spoken only by Moses?
hath he not spoken also by us? And the LORD heard it. (Now the man Moses was very meek, above all
the men which were upon the face of the earth.)...And the anger of the LORD was kindled against them;
and he departed. And the cloud departed from off the tabernacle; and, behold, Miriam became leprous,
white as snow: and Aaron looked upon Miriam, and, behold, she was leprous...And Moses cried unto
the LORD, saying, Heal her now, O God, I beseech thee.” (Num. 12:1-3, 9-10, 13)

40. Israel's Great Sin at Kadesh-barnea ‘

"And the LORD spake unto Moses, saying, Send thou men, that they may search the land of Canaan,
which I give unto the children of Israel: of every tribe of their fathers shall ye send a man, every one a
ruler among them...And Moses sent them to spy out the land of Canaan, and said unto them, Get you
up this way southward, and go up into the mountain: And see the land, what it is, and the people that
dwelleth therein, whether they be strong or weak, few or many; And what the land is that they dwell in,
whether it be good or bad; and what cities they be that they dwell in, whether in tents, or in strong
holds;...And they returned from searching of the land after forty days....And they brought up an evil
report of the land which they had searched unto the children of Israel, saying, The land, through which
we have gone to search it, is a land that eateth up the inhabitants thereof; and all the people that we saw
in it are men of a great stature.” (Num. 1-2, 17-19, 25, 32)

"And all the congregation lifted up their voice, and cried; and the people wept that night. And all the
children of Israel murmured against Moses and against Aaron: and the whole congregation said unto
them, Would God that we had died in the land of Egypt! or would God we had died in this wilderness!
And wherefore hath the LORD brought us unto this land, to fall by the sword, that our wives and our
children should be a prey? were it not better for us to return into EQypt? And they said one to another,
Let us make a captain, and let us return into EQypt...And Joshua the son of Nun, and Caleb the son of
Jephunneh, which were of them that searched the land, rent their clothes: And they spake unto all the
company of the children of Israel, saying, The land, which we passed through to search it, is an
exceeding good land. If the LORD delight in us, then he will bring us into this land, and give it us; a
land which floweth with milk and honey. Only rebel not ye against the LORD, neither fear ye the people
of the land, for they are bread for us: their defence is departed from them, and the LORD is with us: fear
them not. But all the congregation bade stone them with stones. And the glory of the LORD appeared in
the tabernacle of the congregation before all the children of Israel.”

(Num. 14:1-4, 6-10)

| 41. Korah's Rebellion and Aaron's Rod that Budded ‘

"Now Korah, the son of Izhar, the son of Kohath, the son of Levi, and Dathan and Abiram, the sons of
Eliab, and On, the son of Peleth, sons of Reuben, took men: And they rose up before Moses, with certain
of the children of Israel, two hundred and fifty princes of the assembly, famous in the congregation, men
of renown: And they gathered themselves together against Moses and against Aaron, and said unto
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them, Ye take too much upon you, seeing all the congregation are holy, every one of them, and the
LORD is among them: wherefore then lift ye up yourselves above the congregation of the LORD?...And
the earth opened her mouth, and swallowed them up, and their houses, and all the men that appertained
unto Korah, and all their goods. They, and all that appertained to them, went down alive into the pit,
and the earth closed upon them: and they perished from among the congregation.”

(Num. 16:1-3, 32-33)

"And Moses spake unto the children of Israel, and every one of their princes gave him a rod apiece, for
each prince one, according to their fathers’ houses, even twelve rods: and the rod of Aaron was among
their rods. And Moses laid up the rods before the LORD in the tabernacle of witness. And it came to
pass, that on the morrow Moses went into the tabernacle of witness; and, behold, the rod of Aaron for the
house of Levi was budded, and brought forth buds, and bloomed blossoms, and yielded almonds.” (Num.
17:6-8)

| 42. Moses' Sin and Aaron's Death ‘

"And the LORD spake unto Moses, saying, Take the rod, and gather thou the assembly together, thou,
and Aaron thy brother, and speak ye unto the rock before their eyes; and it shall give forth his water, and
thou shalt bring forth to them water out of the rock: so thou shalt give the congregation and their beasts
drink. And Moses took the rod from before the LORD, as he commanded him. And Moses and Aaron
gathered the congregation together before the rock, and he said unto them, Hear now, ye rebels; must we
fetch you water out of this rock? And Moses lifted up his hand, and with his rod he smote the rock twice:
and the water came out abundantly, and the congregation drank, and their beasts also. And the LORD
spake unto Moses and Aaron, Because ye believed me not, to sanctify me in the eyes of the children of
Israel, therefore ye shall not bring this congregation into the land which I have given them...And the
LORD spake unto Moses and Aaron in mount Hor, by the coast of the land of Edom, saying, Aaron
shall be gathered unto his people: for he shall not enter into the land which I have given unto the
children of Israel, because ye rebelled against my word at the water of Meribah. Take Aaron and Eleazar
his son, and bring them up unto mount Hor: And strip Aaron of his garments, and put them upon
Eleazar his son: and Aaron shall be

gathered unto his people, and shall die there. And Moses did as the LORD commanded: and they went
up into mount Hor in the sight of all the congregation. And Moses stripped Aaron of his garments, and
put them upon Eleazar his son; and Aaron died there in the top of the

mount: and Moses and Eleazar came down from the mount. And when all the congregation saw that
Aaron was dead, they mourned for Aaron thirty days, even all the house of Israel.”

(Num. 20:7-12, 23-29)

| 43. Serpent of Brass Incident

" And the people spake against God, and against Moses, Wherefore have ye brought us up out of EQypt
to die in the wilderness? for there is no bread, neither is there any water; and our soul loatheth this light
bread. And the LORD sent fiery serpents among the people, and they bit the people; and much people of
Israel died. Therefore the people came to Moses, and said, We have sinned, for we have spoken against
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the LORD, and against thee; pray unto the LORD, that he take away the serpents from us. And Moses
prayed for the people. And the LORD said unto Moses, Make thee a fiery serpent, and set it upon a pole:
and it shall come to pass, that every one that is bitten, when he looketh upon it, shall live. And Moses
made a serpent of brass, and put it upon a pole, and it came to pass, that if a serpent had bitten any man,
when he beheld the serpent of brass, he lived.” (Num. 21:5-9)

| 44. Balaam's Futile Attempts to Curse Israel l

"And Balak the son of Zippor saw all that Israel had done to the Amorites...He sent messengers
therefore unto Balaam the son of Beor to Pethor, which is by the river of the land of the children of his
people, to call him, saying, Behold, there is a people come out from Egypt: behold, they cover the face of
the earth, and they abide over against me: Come now therefore, I pray thee, curse me this people; for they
are too mighty for me: peradventure I shall prevail, that we may smite them, and that I may drive them
out of the land: for I wot that he whom thou blessest is blessed, and he whom thou cursest is cursed.”
(Num. 22:2, 5-6)

"How shall I curse, whom God hath not cursed? or how shall I defy, whom the LORD hath not defied?
For from the top of the rocks I see him, and from the hills I behold him: lo, the people shall dwell alone,
and shall not be reckoned among the nations. Who can count the dust of Jacob, and the number of the
fourth part of Israel? Let me die the death of the righteous, and let my last end be like his! And Balak
said unto Balaam, What hast thou done unto me? I took thee to curse mine enemies, and, behold, thou
hast blessed them altogether. And he answered and said, Must I not take heed to speak that which the
LORD hath put in my mouth?... And the LORD met Balaam, and put a word in his mouth, and said,
Go again unto Balak, and say thus...Behold, I have received commandment to bless: and he hath blessed;
and I cannot reverse it...God brought them out of EQypt; he hath as it were the strength of an unicorn.
Surely there is no enchantment against Jacob, neither is there any divination against Israel: according to
this time it shall be said of Jacob and of Israel, What hath God wrought!”

(Num. 23:8-12, 16, 20, 22-23)

"And Balaam lifted up his eyes, and he saw Israel abiding in his tents according to their tribes; and the
spirit of God came upon him...How goodly are thy tents, O Jacob, and thy tabernacles, O Israel!...God
brought him forth out of EQypt; he hath as it were the strength of an unicorn: he shall eat up the nations
his enemies, and shall break their bones, and pierce them through with his arrows. He couched, he lay
down as a lion, and as a great lion: who shall stir him up? Blessed is he that blesseth thee, and cursed is
he that curseth thee...And he took up his parable, and said, Balaam the son of Beor hath said, and the
man whose eyes are open hath said: He hath said, which heard the words of God, and knew the
knowledge of the most High, which saw the vision of the Almighty, falling into a trance, but having his
eyes open: I shall see him, but not now: I shall behold him, but not nigh: there shall come a Star out of
Jacob, and a Sceptre shall rise out of Israel, and shall smite the corners of Moab, and destroy all the
children of Sheth.” (Num. 24:2, 5, 8-9, 15-17)

| 45. Repeating of God's Law to Israel's New Generation ‘
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"And it came to pass in the fortieth year, in the eleventh month, on the first day of the month, that
Moses spake unto the children of Israel, according unto all that the LORD had given him in
commandment unto them.” (Deut. 1:3)

"Now these are the commandments, the statutes, and the judgments, which the LORD your God
commanded to teach you, that ye might do them in the land whither ye go to possess it: That thou
mightest fear the LORD thy God, to keep all his statutes and his commandments, which I command
thee, thou, and thy son, and thy son’s son, all the days of thy life; and that thy days may be prolonged.
Hear therefore, O Israel, and observe to do it; that it may be well with thee, and that ye may increase
mightily, as the LORD God of thy fathers hath promised thee, in the land that floweth with milk and
honey. Hear, O Israel: The LORD our God is one LORD: And thou shalt love the LORD thy God with
all thine heart, and with all thy soul, and with all thy might.”

46. Completion of the Pentateuch ‘

| 48. Moses Blesses the 12 Tribes, Views the Promised Land, And Dies ‘

"And this is the blessing, wherewith Moses the man of God blessed the children of Israel before his
death...The eternal God is thy refuge, and underneath are the everlasting arms: and he shall thrust out
the enemy from before thee; and shall say, Destroy them. Israel then shall dwell in safety alone: the
fountain of Jacob shall be upon a land of corn and wine; also his heavens shall drop down dew. Happy
art thou, O Israel: who is like unto thee, O people saved by the LORD, the shield of thy help, and who is
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the sword of thy excellency! and thine enemies shall be found liars unto thee; and thou shalt tread upon
their high places.”
(Deut. 33:1, 27-29)

"And Moses went up from the plains of Moab unto the mountain of Nebo, to the top of Pisgah, that is
over against Jericho. And the LORD shewed him all the land of Gilead, unto Dan, And all Naphtali, and
the land of Ephraim, and Manasseh, and all the land of Judah, unto the utmost sea, And the south, and
the plain of the valley of Jericho, the city of palm trees, unto Zoar. And the LORD said unto him, This is
the land which I sware unto Abraham, unto Isaac, and unto Jacob, saying, 1 will give it unto thy seed: I
have caused thee to see it with thine eyes, but thou shalt not go over thither. So Moses the servant of the
LORD died there in the land of Moab, according to the word of the LORD.

And the children of Israel wept for Moses in the plains of Moab thirty days: so the days of
weeping and mourning for Moses were ended...And there arose not a prophet since in Israel like unto
Moses, whom the LORD knew face to face, In all the signs and the wonders, which the LORD sent him
to do in the land of EQypt to Pharaoh, and to all his servants, and to all his land, And in all that mighty
hand, and in all the great terror which Moses shewed in the sight of all Israel.” (Deut. 34:1-8, 10-12)

| 49. Jordan River Crossing and Victory Over Jericho ‘

"Now after the death of Moses the servant of the LORD it came to pass, that the LORD spake unto
Joshua the son of Nun, Moses’ minister, saying, Moses my servant is dead; now therefore arise, go over
this Jordan, thou, and all this people, unto the land which I do give to them, even to the children of
Israel... Then Joshua commanded the officers of the people, saying, Pass through the host, and command
the people, saying, Prepare you victuals; for within three days ye shall pass over this Jordan, to go in to
possess the land, which the LORD your God giveth you to possess it.” (Josh. 1:1-2, 10-11)

"And Joshua the son of Nun sent out of Shittim two men to spy secretly, saying, Go view the land, even
Jericho. And they went, and came into an harlot’s house, named Rahab, and lodged there...So the two
men returned, and descended from the mountain, and passed over, and came to Joshua the son of Nun,
and told him all things that befell them: And they said unto Joshua, Truly the LORD hath delivered into
our hands all the land; for even all the inhabitants of the country do faint because of us.” (Josh. 2:1, 23-

Jordan shall be cut off from the waters that come down from above; and they shall stand upon an
heap...And the priests that bare the ark of the covenant of the LORD stood firm on dry ground in the
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midst of Jordan, and all the Israelites passed over on dry ground, until all the people were passed clean
over Jordan.” (Josh. 3:5, 7-8, 13, 17)

"And the LORD said unto Joshua, See, I have given into thine hand Jericho, and the king thereof, and
the mighty men of valour. And ye shall compass the city, all ye men of war, and go round about the city
once. Thus shalt thou do six days. And seven priests shall bear before the ark seven trumpets of rams’
horns: and the seventh day ye shall compass the city seven times, and the priests shall blow with the
trumpets. And it shall come to pass, that when they make a long blast with the ram’s horn, and when ye
hear the sound of the trumpet, all the people shall shout with a great shout; and the wall of the city shall
fall down flat, and the people shall ascend up every man straight before him....So the people shouted
when the priests blew with the trumpets: and it came to pass, when the people heard the sound of the
trumpet, and the people shouted with a great shout, that the wall fell down flat, so that the people went
up into the city, every man straight before him, and they took the city.”

| 50. Setting up of the Tabernacle at Shiloh and the Division of the Land

" And the whole congregation of the children of Israel assembled together at Shiloh, and set up the
tabernacle of the congregation there. And the land was subdued before them...And Joshua cast lots for
them in Shiloh before the LORD: and there Joshua divided the land unto the children of Israel according
to their divisions.” (Josh. 18:1, 10)

51. Final Words of Joshua to Israel ‘

"And it came to pass a long time after that the LORD had given rest unto Israel from all their enemies
round about, that Joshua waxed old and stricken in age. And Joshua called for all Israel, and for their
elders, and for their heads, and for their judges, and for their officers, and said unto them, I am old and
stricken in age: And ye have seen all that the LORD your God hath done unto all these nations because
of you; for the LORD your God is he that hath fought for you...Be ye therefore very courageous to keep
and to do all that is written in the book of the law of Moses, that ye turn not aside therefrom to the right
hand or to the left; That ye come not among these nations, these that remain among you; neither make
mention of the name of their gods, nor cause to swear by them, neither serve them, nor bow yourselves
unto them: But cleave unto the LORD your God, as ye have done unto this day...One man of you shall
chase a thousand: for the LORD your God, he it is that fighteth for you, as he hath promised you. Take
good heed therefore unto yourselves, that ye love the LORD your God."”

(Josh. 23:1-3, 6-8, 10-11)

"Now therefore fear the LORD, and serve him in sincerity and in truth: and put away the gods which
your fathers served on the other side of the flood, and in Egypt; and serve ye the LORD. And if it seem
evil unto you to serve the LORD, choose you this day whom ye will serve; whether the gods which your
fathers served that were on the other side of the flood, or the gods of the Amorites, in whose land ye
dwell: but as for me and my house, we will serve the LORD.”

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52. Final Deeds of Five Key Judges

Othniel:

" And when the children of Israel cried unto the LORD, the LORD raised up a deliverer to the children
of Israel, who delivered them, even Othniel the son of Kenaz, Caleb’s younger brother...And the land
had rest forty years. And Othniel the son of Kenaz died.”

(Judges 3:9, 11)

Ehud:

"And it came to pass, when he was come, that he blew a trumpet in the mountain of Ephraim, and the
children of Israel went down with him from the mount, and he before them. And he said unto them,
Follow after me: for the LORD hath delivered your enemies the Moabites into your hand. And they went
down after him, and took the fords of Jordan toward Moab, and suffered not a man to pass over. And
they slew of Moab at that time about ten thousand men, all lusty, and all men of valour; and there
escaped not a man. So Moab was subdued that day under the hand of Israel. And the land had rest
fourscore years.” (Judges 3:27-30)

Barak:

"And Deborah said unto Barak, Up; for this is the day in which the LORD hath delivered Sisera into
thine hand: is not the LORD gone out before thee? So Barak went down from mount Tabor, and ten
thousand men after him. And the LORD discomfited Sisera, and all his chariots, and all his host, with
the edge of the sword before Barak; so that Sisera lighted down off his chariot, and fled away on his feet.
But Barak pursued after the chariots, and after the host, unto Harosheth of the Gentiles: and all the host
of Sisera fell upon the edge of the sword; and there was not a man left.” (Judges 4:14-16)

Gideon:

" And the angel of the LORD appeared unto him, and said unto him, The LORD is with thee, thou
mighty man of valour...And the LORD said unto him, Surely I will be with thee, and thou shalt smite
the Midianites as one man.” (Judges 6:12, 16)

Jephthah:

"Then the Spirit of the LORD came upon Jephthah, and he passed over Gilead, and Manasseh, and
passed over Mizpeh of Gilead, and from Mizpeh of Gilead he passed over unto the children of Ammon.
And Jephthah vowed a vow unto the LORD, and said, If thou shalt without fail deliver the children of
Ammon into mine hands, Then it shall be, that whatsoever cometh forth of the doors of my house to meet
me, when I return in peace from the children of Ammon, shall surely be the LORD's, and I will offer it
up for a burnt offering.

"And Samson called unto the LORD, and said, O Lord God, remember me, I pray thee, and strengthen
me, I pray thee, only this once, O God, that I may be at once avenged of the Philistines for my two eyes.
And Samson took hold of the two middle pillars upon which the house stood, and on which it was borne
up, of the one with his right hand, and of the other with his left. And Samson said, Let me die with the
Philistines. And he bowed himself with all his might; and the house fell upon the lords, and upon all the
people that were therein.

| 53. The Marriage of Boaz and Ruth

"So Boaz took Ruth, and she was his wife: and when he went in unto her, the LORD gave her
conception, and she bare a son. And the women said unto Naomi, Blessed be the LORD, which hath not
left thee this day without a kinsman, that his name may be famous in Israel. And he shall be unto thee a
restorer of thy life, and a nourisher of thine old age: for thy daughter in law, which loveth thee, which is
better to thee than seven sons, hath born him. And Naomi took the child, and laid it in her bosom, and
became nurse unto it. And the women her neighbours gave it a name, saying, There is a son born to
Naomi; and they called his name Obed: he is the father of Jesse, the father of David.” (Ruth 4:13-17)

54. Prayer of Hannah, Birth, Call, and Ministry of Samuel ‘

" And she vowed a vow, and said, O LORD of hosts, if thou wilt indeed look on the affliction of thine
handmaid, and remember me, and not forget thine handmaid, but wilt give unto thine handmaid a man
child, then I will give him unto the LORD all the days of his life, and there shall no razor come upon his
head...And they rose up in the morning early, and worshipped before the LORD, and returned, and
came to their house to Ramah: and Elkanah knew Hannah his wife; and the LORD remembered her.
Wherefore it came to pass, when the time was come about after Hannah had conceived, that she bare a
son, and called his name Samuel, saying, Because I have asked him of the LORD...And she said, Oh my
lord, as thy soul liveth, my lord, I am the woman that stood by thee here, praying unto the LORD. For
this child I prayed; and the LORD hath given me my petition which I asked of him: Therefore also I have
lent him to the LORD; as long as he liveth he shall be lent to the LORD. And he worshipped the LORD
there.” (1 Sam. 1:11, 19-20, 26-28)

"And the child Samuel ministered unto the LORD before Eli. And the word of the LORD was precious
in those days; there was no open vision. And it came to pass at that time, when Eli was laid down in his
place, and his eyes began to wax dim, that he could not see; And ere the lamp of God went out in the
temple of the LORD, where the ark of God was, and Samuel was laid down to sleep; That the LORD
called Samuel: and he answered, Here am I. And he ran unto Eli, and said, Here am I; for thou calledst
me. And he said, I called not; lie down again. And he went and lay down. And the LORD called yet
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again, Samuel. And Samuel arose and went to Eli, and said, Here am I; for thou didst call me. And he
answered, I called not, my son; lie down again. Now Samuel did not yet know the LORD, neither was
the word of the LORD yet revealed unto him. And the LORD called Samuel again the third time. And
he arose and went to Eli, and said, Here am I; for thou didst call me. And Eli perceived that the LORD
had called the child. Therefore Eli said unto Samuel, Go, lie down: and it shall be, if he call thee, that
thou shalt say, Speak, LORD; for thy servant heareth. So Samuel went and lay down in his place. And
the LORD came, and stood, and called as at other times, Samuel, Samuel. Then Samuel answered,
Speak; for thy servant heareth...And Samuel grew, and the LORD was with him, and did let none of his

words fall to the ground. And all Israel from Dan even to Beersheba knew that Samuel was established
to be a prophet of the LORD.”
(1 Sam. 3:1-10, 19-20)

| 55. Anointing of Saul as Israel's First King

"Then all the elders of Israel gathered themselves together, and came to Samuel unto Ramah, And said
unto him, Behold, thou art old, and thy sons walk not in thy ways: now make us a king to judge us like
all the nations...And the LORD said unto Samuel, Hearken unto the voice of the people in all that they
say unto thee: for they have not rejected thee, but they have rejected me, that I should not reign over
them....And the LORD said to Samuel, Hearken unto their voice, and make them a king. And Samuel
said unto the men of Israel, Go ye every man unto his city.” (1 Sam. 8:4-5, 7, 22)

"Now there was a man of Benjamin, whose name was Kish, the son of Abiel, the son of Zeror, the son of
Bechorath, the son of Aphiah, a Benjamite, a mighty man of power. And he had a son, whose name was
Saul, a choice young man, and a goodly: and there was not among the children of Israel a goodlier
person than he: from his shoulders and upward he was higher than any of the people...Now the LORD
had told Samuel in his ear a day before Saul came, saying, To morrow about this time I will send thee a
man out of the land of Benjamin, and thou shalt anoint him to be captain over my people Israel, that he
may save my people out of the hand of the Philistines: for I have looked upon my people, because their
cry is come unto me. And when Samuel saw Saul, the LORD said unto him, Behold the man whom I
spake to thee of! this same shall reign over my people.” (1 Sam. 9:1-2, 15-17)

"Then Samuel took a vial of oil, and poured it upon his head, and kissed him, and said, Is it not because
the LORD hath anointed thee to be captain over his inheritance?” (1 Sam. 10:1)

56. Rejection of Saul and the Anointing of David ‘

"And Samuel said to Saul, Thou hast done foolishly: thou hast not kept the commandment of the LORD
thy God, which he commanded thee: for now would the LORD have established thy kingdom upon Israel
for ever. But now thy kingdom shall not continue: the LORD hath sought him a man after his own

heart, and the LORD hath commanded him to be captain over his people, because thou hast not kept that
which the LORD commanded thee.”
(1 Sam. 13:13-14)
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"And Samuel said, Hath the LORD as great delight in burnt offerings and sacrifices, as in obeying the
voice of the LORD? Behold, to obey is better than sacrifice, and to hearken than the fat of rams. For
rebellion is as the sin of witchcraft, and stubbornness is as iniquity and idolatry. Because thou hast
rejected the word of the LORD, he hath also rejected thee from being king.” (1 Sam. 15:22-23)

"And the LORD said unto Samuel, How long wilt thou mourn for Saul, seeing I have rejected him from
reigning over Israel? fill thine horn with oil, and go, I will send thee to Jesse the Bethlehemite: for I have
provided me a king among his sons...And it came to pass, when they were come, that he looked on Eliab,
and said, Surely the LORD's anointed is before him. But the LORD said unto Samuel, Look not on his
countenance, or on the height of his stature; because I have refused him: for the LORD seeth not as man
seeth; for man looketh on the outward appearance, but the LORD looketh on the heart...And Samuel
said unto Jesse, Are here all thy children? And he said, There remaineth yet the youngest, and, behold,
he keepeth the sheep. And Samuel said unto Jesse, Send and fetch him: for we will not sit down till he
come hither. And he sent, and brought him in. Now he was ruddy, and withal of a beautiful
countenance, and goodly to look to. And the LORD said, Arise, anoint him: for this is he. Then Samuel
took the horn of oil, and anointed him in the midst of his brethren: and the Spirit of the LORD came
upon David from that day forward. So Samuel rose up, and went to Ramah. But the Spirit of the LORD
departed from Saul, and an evil spirit from the LORD troubled him.”

(1 Sam. 16:1, 6-7, 11-14)

| 57. David's Victory Over Goliath ‘

" And there went out a champion out of the camp of the Philistines, named Goliath, of Gath, whose
height was six cubits and a span...And he stood and cried unto the armies of Israel, and said unto them,
Why are ye come out to set your battle in array? am not I a Philistine, and ye servants to Saul? choose
you a man for you, and let him come down to me...And the Philistine said, I defy the armies of Israel
this day; give me a man, that we may fight together. When Saul and all Israel heard those words of the
Philistine, they were dismayed, and greatly afraid... And David said to Saul, Let no man's heart fail
because of him; thy servant will go and fight with this Philistine...And he took his staff in his hand, and
chose him five smooth stones out of the brook, and put them in a shepherd’s bag which he had, even in a
scrip; and his sling was in his hand: and he drew near to the Philistine...Then said David to the
Philistine, Thou comest to me with a sword, and with a spear, and with a shield: but I come to thee in
the name of the LORD of hosts, the God of the armies of Israel, whom thou hast defied... And David put
his hand in his bag, and took thence a stone, and slang it, and smote the Philistine in his forehead, that
the stone sunk into his forehead, and he fell upon his face to the earth.”

(1 Sam. 17:4, 8, 10-11, 32, 40, 45, 49)

| 58. Saul's Persecution of David and David's Kindness to Saul

"And it came to pass on the morrow, that the evil spirit from God came upon Saul, and he prophesied in
the midst of the house: and David played with his hand, as at other times: and there was a javelin in
Saul’s hand. And Saul cast the javelin; for he said, I will smite David even to the wall with it. And
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David avoided out of his presence twice. And Saul was afraid of David, because the LORD was with
him, and was departed from Saul.” (1 Sam. 18:10-12)

"And it came to pass, when Saul was returned from following the Philistines, that it was told him,
saying, Behold, David is in the wilderness of Engedi. Then Saul took three thousand chosen men out of
all Israel, and went to seek David and his men upon the rocks of the wild goats. And he came to the
sheepcotes by the way, where was a cave; and Saul went in to cover his feet: and David and his men
remained in the sides of the cave. And the men of David said unto him, Behold the day of which the
LORD said unto thee, Behold, 1 will deliver thine enemy into thine hand, that thou mayest do to him as
it shall seem good unto thee. Then David arose, and cut off the skirt of Saul’s robe privily...David also
arose afterward, and went out of the cave, and cried after Saul, saying, My lord the king. And when
Saul looked behind him, David stooped with his face to the earth, and bowed himself. And David said to
Saul, Wherefore hearest thou men’s words, saying, Behold, David seeketh thy hurt? Behold, this day
thine eyes have seen how that the LORD had delivered thee to day into mine hand in the cave: and some
bade me kill thee: but mine eye spared thee; and I said, I will not put forth mine hand against my lord;
for he is the LORD's anointed. Moreover, my father, see, yea, see the skirt of thy robe in my hand: for in
that I cut off the skirt of thy robe, and killed thee not, know thou and see that there is neither evil nor
transgression in mine hand, and I have not sinned against thee; yet thou huntest my soul to take it. The
LORD judge between me and thee, and the LORD avenge me of thee: but mine hand shall not be upon
thee.”

(1 Sam. 24:1-4, 8-12)

" And David arose, and came to the place where Saul had pitched: and David beheld the place where Saul
lay, and Abner the son of Ner, the captain of his host: and Saul lay in the trench, and the people pitched
round about him...So David and Abishai came to the people by night: and, behold, Saul lay sleeping
within the trench, and his spear stuck in the ground at his bolster: but Abner and the people lay round
about him. Then said Abishai to David, God hath delivered thine enemy into thine hand this day: now
therefore let me smite him, I pray thee, with the spear even to the earth at once, and I will not smite him
the second time. And David said to Abishai, Destroy him not: for who can stretch forth his hand against
the LORD's anointed, and be guiltless?...So David took the spear and the cruse of water from Saul’s
bolster; and they gat them away, and no man saw it, nor knew it, neither awaked: for they were all
asleep; because a deep sleep from the LORD was fallen upon them. Then David went over to the other
side, and stood on the top of an hill afar off; a great space being between them:...And Saul knew David’s
voice, and said, Is this thy voice, my son David? And David said, It is my voice, my lord, O king. And
he said, Wherefore doth my lord thus pursue after his servant? for what have I done? or what evil is in
mine hand?"”

(1 Sam. 26:5, 7-9, 12-13, 17-18)

59. Saul's Visit to the Witch of Endor and Subsequent Death On the
Battlefield

"Then said Saul unto his servants, Seek me a woman that hath a familiar spirit, that I may go to her,
and engquire of her. And his servants said to him, Behold, there is a woman that hath a familiar spirit at
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Endor. And Saul disguised himself, and put on other raiment, and he went, and two men with him, and
they came to the woman by night: and he said, I pray thee, divine unto me by the familiar spirit, and
bring me him up, whom I shall name unto thee. And the woman said unto him, Behold, thou knowest
what Saul hath done, how he hath cut off those that have familiar spirits, and the wizards, out of the
land: wherefore then layest thou a snare for my life, to cause me to die? And Saul sware to her by the
LORD, saying, As the LORD liveth, there shall no punishment happen to thee for this thing. Then said
the woman, Whom shall 1 bring up unto thee? And he said, Bring me up Samuel... And Samuel said to
Saul, Why hast thou disquieted me, to bring me up? And Saul answered, I am sore distressed; for the
Philistines make war against me, and God is departed from me, and answereth me no more, neither by
prophets, nor by dreams: therefore I have called thee, that thou mayest make known unto me what I shall
do. Then said Samuel, Wherefore then dost thou ask of me, seeing the LORD is departed from thee, and
is become thine enemy?...Moreover the LORD will also deliver Israel with thee into the hand of the
Philistines: and to morrow shalt thou and thy sons be with me: the LORD also shall deliver the host of
Israel into the hand of the Philistines.” (1 Sam. 28:7-11, 15-16)

"Now the Philistines fought against Israel: and the men of Israel fled from before the Philistines, and fell
down slain in mount Gilboa...And the battle went sore against Saul, and the archers hit him; and he
was sore wounded of the archers...So Saul died, and his three sons, and his armourbearer, and all his
men, that same day together.” (1 Sam. 31:1, 3, 6)

60. David's Anointing Over All Israel ‘

"And the men of Judah came, and there they anointed David king over the house of Judah. And they told
David, saying, That the men of Jabeshgilead were they that buried Saul.”
(2 Sam. 2:4)

"Then came all the tribes of Israel to David unto Hebron, and spake, saying, Behold, we are thy bone and
thy flesh. Also in time past, when Saul was king over us, thou wast he that leddest out and broughtest in
Israel: and the LORD said to thee, Thou shalt feed my people Israel, and thou shalt be a captain over
Israel. So all the elders of Israel came to the king to Hebron; and king David made a league with them in
Hebron before the LORD: and they anointed David king over Israel. David was thirty years old when he
began to reign, and he reigned forty years. In Hebron he reigned over Judah seven years and six months:
and in Jerusalem he reigned thirty and three years over all Israel and Judah.” (2 Sam. 5:1-5)

61. David's Capture of Jerusalem and Recovery of the Ark of the
Covenant

"And the king and his men went to Jerusalem unto the Jebusites, the inhabitants of the land: which
spake unto David, saying, Except thou take away the blind and the lame, thou shalt not come in hither:
thinking, David cannot come in hither. Nevertheless David took the strong hold of Zion: the same is the
city of David.” (2 Sam. 5:6-7)
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"So David and all the house of Israel brought up the ark of the LORD with shouting, and with the
sound of the trumpet...And they brought in the ark of the LORD, and set it in his place, in the midst of
the tabernacle that David had pitched for it: and David offered burnt offerings and peace offerings before
the LORD.” (2 Sam. 6:15, 17)

| 62. Giving of the Davidic Covenant ‘

"And it came to pass, when the king sat in his house, and the LORD had given him rest round about
from all his enemies; That the king said unto Nathan the prophet, See now, I dwell in an house of cedar,
but the ark of God dwelleth within curtains. And Nathan said to the king, Go, do all that is in thine
heart; for the LORD is with thee. And it came to pass that night, that the word of the LORD came unto
Nathan, saying, Go and tell my servant David, Thus saith the LORD, Shalt thou build me an house for
me to dwell in?...Now therefore so shalt thou say unto my servant David, Thus saith the LORD of
hosts, I took thee from the sheepcote, from following the sheep, to be ruler over my people, over

Israel... And when thy days be fulfilled, and thou shalt sleep with thy fathers, I will set up thy seed after
thee, which shall proceed out of thy bowels, and I will establish his kingdom. He shall build an house for
my name, and I will stablish the throne of his kingdom for ever. I will be his father, and he shall be my
son. If he commit iniquity, I will chasten him with the rod of men, and with the stripes of the children of
men: But my mercy shall not depart away from him, as I took it from Saul, whom I put away before thee.
And thine house and thy kingdom shall be established for ever before thee: thy throne shall be established
for ever.” (2 Sam. 7:1-5, 8, 12-16)

| 63. David's Sins of Adultery and Murder ‘

"And it came to pass in an eveningtide, that David arose from off his bed, and walked upon the roof of
the king's house: and from the roof he saw a woman washing herself; and the woman was very beautiful
to look upon. And David sent and enquired after the woman. And one said, Is not this Bathsheba, the
daughter of Eliam, the wife of Uriah the Hittite? And David sent messengers, and took her; and she
came in unto him, and he lay with her; for she was purified from her uncleanness: and she returned unto
her house. And the woman conceived, and sent and told David, and said, I am with child...And it came
to pass in the morning, that David wrote a letter to Joab, and sent it by the hand of Uriah. And he wrote
in the letter, saying, Set ye Uriah in the forefront of the hottest battle, and retire ye from him, that he
may be smitten, and die.” (2 Sam. 11:2-5, 14-15)

64. Punishment of David and Birth of Solomon ‘

"And Nathan said to David, Thou art the man. Thus saith the LORD God of Israel, I anointed thee king
over Israel, and I delivered thee out of the hand of Saul;...Wherefore hast thou despised the
commandment of the LORD, to do evil in his sight? thou hast killed Uriah the Hittite with the sword,
and hast taken his wife to be thy wife, and hast slain him with the sword of the children of Ammon. Now
therefore the sword shall never depart from thine house; because thou hast despised me, and hast taken
the wife of Uriah the Hittite to be thy wife. Thus saith the LORD, Behold, 1 will raise up evil against
thee out of thine own house, and I will take thy wives before thine eyes, and give them unto thy
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neighbour, and he shall lie with thy wives in the sight of this sun. For thou didst it secretly: but I will do
this thing before all Israel, and before the sun. And David said unto Nathan, I have sinned against the
LORD. And Nathan said unto David, The LORD also hath put away thy sin; thou shalt not die.
Howbeit, because by this deed thou hast given great occasion to the enemies of the LORD to blaspheme,
the child also that is born unto thee shall surely die...And David comforted Bathsheba his wife, and
went in unto her, and lay with her: and she bare a son, and he called his name Solomon: and the LORD
loved him. And he sent by the hand of Nathan the prophet; and he called his name Jedidiah, because of
the LORD.” (2 Sam. 12:7, 9-14, 24-25)

| 65. Rebellion of Absalom and Flight of David ‘

"And it came to pass after this, that Absalom prepared him chariots and horses, and fifty men to run
before him. And Absalom rose up early, and stood beside the way of the gate: and it was so, that when
any man that had a controversy came to the king for judgment, then Absalom called unto him, and said,
Of what city art thou? And he said, Thy servant is of one of the tribes of Israel. And Absalom said unto
him, See, thy matters are good and right; but there is no man deputed of the king to hear thee. Absalom
said moreover, Oh that I were made judge in the land, that every man which hath any suit or cause
might come unto me, and I would do him justice! And it was so, that when any man came nigh to him
to do him obeisance, he put forth his hand, and took him, and kissed him. And on this manner did
Absalom to all Israel that came to the king for judgment: so Absalom stole the hearts of the men of
Israel...And there came a messenger to David, saying, The hearts of the men of Israel are after Absalom.
And David said unto all his servants that were with him at Jerusalem, Arise, and let us flee; for we shall
not else escape from Absalom: make speed to depart, lest he overtake us suddenly, and bring evil upon
us, and smite the city with the edge of the sword... And the king went forth, and all his household after
him. And the king left ten women, which were concubines, to keep the house...And all the country wept
with a loud voice, and all the people passed over: the king also himself passed over the brook Kidron, and
all the people passed over, toward the way of the wilderness.” (2 Sam. 15:1-6, 13-14, 16, 23)

66. David's Sin in Numbering the People ‘

"And Satan stood up against Israel, and provoked David to number Israel. And David said to Joab and
to the rulers of the people, Go, number Israel from Beersheba even to Dan; and bring the number of them
to me, that I may know it...And God was displeased with this thing; therefore he smote Israel. And
David said unto God, I have sinned greatly, because I have done this thing: but now, I beseech thee, do
away the iniquity of thy servant; for 1 have done very foolishly. And the LORD spake unto Gad, David’s
seer, saying, Go and tell David, saying, Thus saith the LORD, I offer thee three things: choose thee one
of them, that I may do it unto thee...Either three years’ famine; or three months to be destroyed before
thy foes, while that the sword of thine enemies overtaketh thee; or else three days the sword of the LORD,
even the pestilence, in the land, and the angel of the LORD destroying throughout all the coasts of
Israel. Now therefore advise thyself what word I shall bring again to him that sent me...So the LORD
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sent pestilence upon Israel: and there fell of Israel seventy thousand men...And David said unto God, Is
it not I that commanded the people to be numbered? even I it is that have sinned and done evil indeed;
but as for these sheep, what have they done? let thine hand, I pray thee, O LORD my God, be on me,
and on my father’s house; but not on thy people, that they should be plagued. Then the angel of the
LORD commanded Gad to say to David, that David should go up, and set up an altar unto the LORD
in the threshingfloor of Ornan the Jebusite...So David gave to Ornan for the place six hundred shekels
of gold by weight. And David built there an altar unto the LORD, and offered burnt offerings and peace
offerings, and called upon the LORD; and he answered him from heaven by fire upon the altar of burnt
offering. And the LORD commanded the angel; and he put up his sword again into the sheath thereof.”
(1 Chron. 21:1-2, 7-10, 12, 14, 17-18, 25-27)

67. Anointing of Solomon and His Request for Wisdom

"So Zadok the priest, and Nathan the prophet, and Benaiah the son of Jehoiada, and the Cherethites, and
the Pelethites, went down, and caused Solomon to ride upon king David’s mule, and brought him to
Gihon. And Zadok the priest took an horn of oil out of the tabernacle, and anointed Solomon. And they
blew the trumpet; and all the people said, God save king Solomon. And all the people came up after him,
and the people piped with pipes, and rejoiced with great joy, so that the earth rent with the sound of
them.” (1 Kings 1:38-40)

"In Gibeon the LORD appeared to Solomon in a dream by night: and God said, Ask what I shall give
thee. And Solomon said, Thou hast shewed unto thy servant David my father great mercy, according as
he walked before thee in truth, and in righteousness, and in uprightness of heart with thee; and thou hast
kept for him this great kindness, that thou hast given him a son to sit on his throne, as it is this day. And
now, O LORD my God, thou hast made thy servant king instead of David my father: and I am but a
little child: I know not how to go out or come in. And thy servant is in the midst of thy people which
thou hast chosen, a great people, that cannot be numbered nor counted for multitude. Give therefore thy
servant an understanding heart to judge thy people, that I may discern between good and bad: for who is
able to judge this thy so great a people? And the speech pleased the LORD, that Solomon had asked this
thing.” (1 Kings 3:5-10)

| 68. Completion of Israel's First Temple ‘

"And it came to pass in the four hundred and eightieth year after the children of Israel were come out of
the land of EQypt, in the fourth year of Solomon's reign over Israel, in the month Zif, which is the
second month, that he began to build the house of the LORD...And in the eleventh year, in the month
Bul, which is the eighth month, was the house finished throughout all the parts thereof, and according to
all the fashion of it. So was he seven years in building it.” (1 Kings 6:1, 38)

"Then Solomon assembled the elders of Israel, and all the heads of the tribes, the chief of the fathers of the
children of Israel, unto king Solomon in Jerusalem, that they might bring up the ark of the covenant of
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the LORD out of the city of David, which is Zion...And the priests brought in the ark of the covenant of
the LORD unto his place, into the oracle of the house, to the most holy place, even under the wings of the
cherubims.” (1 Kings 8:1, 6)

| 69. Queen of Sheba's Visit With King Solomon

" And when the queen of Sheba heard of the fame of Solomon concerning the name of the LORD, she
came to prove him with hard questions. And she came to Jerusalem with a very great train, with camels
that bare spices, and very much gold, and precious stones: and when she was come to Solomon, she
communed with him of all that was in her heart. And Solomon told her all her questions: there was not
any thing hid from the king, which he told her not. And when the queen of Sheba had seen all Solomon's
wisdom, and the house that he had built, And the meat of his table, and the sitting of his servants, and
the attendance of his ministers, and their apparel, and his cupbearers, and his ascent by which he went
up unto the house of the LORD; there was no more spirit in her. And she said to the king, It was a true
report that I heard in mine own land of thy acts and of thy wisdom. Howbeit I believed not the words,
until I came, and mine eyes had seen it: and, behold, the half was not told me: thy wisdom and
prosperity exceedeth the fame which I heard.” (1 Kings 10:1-7)

70. Solomon's Great Sin and Divine Chastisement ‘

"But king Solomon loved many strange women, together with the daughter of Pharaoh, women of the
Moabites, Ammonites, Edomites, Zidonians, and Hittites: Of the nations concerning which the LORD
said unto the children of Israel, Ye shall not go in to them, neither shall they come in unto you: for
surely they will turn away your heart after their gods: Solomon clave unto these in love. And he had
seven hundred wives, princesses, and three hundred concubines: and his wives turned away his heart.
For it came to pass, when Solomon was old, that his wives turned away his heart after other gods: and
his heart was not perfect with the LORD his God, as was the heart of David his father...And the LORD
was angry with Solomon, because his heart was turned from the LORD God of Israel, which had
appeared unto him twice, And had commanded him concerning this thing, that he should not go after
other gods: but he kept not that which the LORD commanded. Wherefore the LORD said unto Solomon,
Forasmuch as this is done of thee, and thou hast not kept my covenant and my statutes, which I have
commanded thee, I will surely rend the kingdom from thee, and will give it to thy servant.
Notwithstanding in thy days I will not do it for David thy father’s sake: but I will rend it out of the
hand of thy son. Howbeit I will not rend away all the kingdom; but will give one tribe to thy son for
David my servant’s sake, and for Jerusalem'’s sake which I have chosen.” (1 Kings 11:1-4, 9-13)

| 71. Israel's Tragic Civil War ‘

" And Rehoboam went to Shechem: for all Israel were come to Shechem to make him king. And it came to
pass, when Jeroboam the son of Nebat, who was yet in Egypt, heard of it, (for he was fled from the
presence of king Solomon, and Jeroboam dwelt in EQypt;) That they sent and called him. And Jeroboam
and all the congregation of Israel came, and spake unto Rehoboam, saying, Thy father made our yoke
grievous: now therefore make thou the grievous service of thy father, and his heavy yoke which he put
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upon us, lighter, and we will serve thee. And he said unto them, Depart yet for three days, then come
again to me. And the people departed....So when all Israel saw that the king hearkened not unto them,
the people answered the king, saying, What portion have we in David? neither have we inheritance in
the son of Jesse: to your tents, O Israel: now see to thine own house, David. So Israel departed unto their
tents...And it came to pass, when all Israel heard that Jeroboam was come again, that they sent and
called him unto the congregation, and made him king over all Israel: there was none that followed the
house of David, but the tribe of Judah only.”

(1 Kings 12:1-5, 16, 20)

| 72. Raising of the Widow of Zarephath's Dead Son

"And Elijah the Tishbite, who was of the inhabitants of Gilead, said unto Ahab, As the LORD God of
Israel liveth, before whom I stand, there shall not be dew nor rain these years, but according to my word.
And the word of the LORD came unto him, saying, Get thee hence, and turn thee eastward, and hide
thyself by the brook Cherith, that is before Jordan. And it shall be, that thou shalt drink of the brook; and
I have commanded the ravens to feed thee there. So he went and did according unto the word of the
LORD: for he went and dwelt by the brook Cherith, that is before Jordan. And the ravens brought him
bread and flesh in the morning, and bread and flesh in the evening; and he drank of the brook. And it
came to pass after a while, that the brook dried up, because there had been no rain in the land. And the
word of the LORD came unto him, saying, Arise, get thee to Zarephath, which belongeth to Zidon, and
dwell there: behold, I have commanded a widow woman there to sustain thee. So he arose and went to
Zarephath. And when he came to the gate of the city, behold, the widow woman was there gathering of
sticks: and he called to her, and said, Fetch me, I pray thee, a little water in a vessel, that I may drink.
And as she was going to fetch it, he called to her, and said, Bring me, I pray thee, a morsel of bread in
thine hand. And she said, As the LORD thy God liveth, I have not a cake, but an handful of meal in a
barrel, and a little oil in a cruse: and, behold, I am gathering two sticks, that I may go in and dress it for
me and my son, that we may eat it, and die. And Elijah said unto her, Fear not; go and do as thou hast
said: but make me thereof a little cake first, and bring it unto me, and after make for thee and for thy son.
For thus saith the LORD God of Israel, The barrel of meal shall not waste, neither shall the cruse of oil
fail, until the day that the LORD sendeth rain upon the earth. And she went and did according to the
saying of Elijah: and she, and he, and her house, did eat many days. And the barrel of meal wasted not,
neither did the cruse of oil fail, according to the word of the LORD, which he spake by Elijah. And it
came to pass after these things, that the son of the woman, the mistress of the house, fell sick; and his
sickness was so sore, that there was no breath left in him. And she said unto Elijah, What have I to do
with thee, O thou man of God? art thou come unto me to call my sin to remembrance, and to slay my
son? And he said unto her, Give me thy son. And he took him out of her bosom, and carried him up into
a loft, where he abode, and laid him upon his own bed. And he cried unto the LORD, and said, O LORD
my God, hast thou also brought evil upon the widow with whom I sojourn, by slaying her son? And he
stretched himself upon the child three times, and cried unto the LORD, and said, O LORD my God, 1
pray thee, let this child’s soul come into him again. And the LORD heard the voice of Elijah; and the
soul of the child came into him again, and he revived. And Elijah took the child, and brought him down
out of the chamber into the house, and delivered him unto his mother: and Elijah said, See, thy son
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liveth. And the woman said to Elijah, Now by this I know that thou art a man of God, and that the word
of the LORD in thy mouth is truth.”
(1 Kings 17:1-24)

| 73. Elijah's Confrontation on Mt. Carmel

"So Ahab sent unto all the children of Israel, and gathered the prophets together unto mount Carmel.
And Elijah came unto all the people, and said, How long halt ye between two opinions? if the LORD be
God, follow him: but if Baal, then follow him. And the people answered him not a word. Then said Elijah
unto the people, 1, even I only, remain a prophet of the LORD; but Baal's prophets are four hundred and
fifty men. Let them therefore give us two bullocks; and let them choose one bullock for themselves, and
cut it in pieces, and lay it on wood, and put no fire under: and I will dress the other bullock, and lay it
on wood, and put no fire under: And call ye on the name of your gods, and I will call on the name of the
LORD: and the God that answereth by fire, let him be God. And all the people answered and said, It is
well spoken. And Elijah said unto the prophets of Baal, Choose you one bullock for yourselves, and dress
it first; for ye are many; and call on the name of your gods, but put no fire under. And they took the
bullock which was given them, and they dressed it, and called on the name of Baal from morning even
until noon, saying, O Baal, hear us. But there was no voice, nor any that answered. And they leaped
upon the altar which was made. And it came to pass at noon, that Elijah mocked them, and said, Cry
aloud: for he is a god; either he is talking, or he is pursuing, or he is in a journey, or peradventure he
sleepeth, and must be awaked. And they cried aloud, and cut themselves after their manner with knives
and lancets, till the blood gushed out upon them. And it came to pass, when midday was past, and they
prophesied until the time of the offering of the evening sacrifice, that there was neither voice, nor any to
answer, nor any that regarded. And Elijah said unto all the people, Come near unto me. And all the
people came near unto him. And he repaired the altar of the LORD that was broken down. And Elijah
took twelve stones, according to the number of the tribes of the sons of Jacob, unto whom the word of the
LORD came, saying, Israel shall be thy name: And with the stones he built an altar in the name of the
LORD: and he made a trench about the altar, as great as would contain two measures of seed. And he
put the wood in order, and cut the bullock in pieces, and laid him on the wood, and said, Fill four barrels
with water, and pour it on the burnt sacrifice, and on the wood. And he said, Do it the second time. And
they did it the second time. And he said, Do it the third time. And they did it the third time. And the
water ran round about the altar; and he filled the trench also with water. And it came to pass at the time
of the offering of the evening sacrifice, that Elijah the prophet came near, and said, LORD God of
Abraham, Isaac, and of Israel, let it be known this day that thou art God in Israel, and that I am thy
servant, and that I have done all these things at thy word. Hear me, O LORD, hear me, that this people
may know that thou art the LORD God, and that thou hast turned their heart back again. Then the fire
of the LORD fell, and consumed the burnt sacrifice, and the wood, and the stones, and the dust, and
licked up the water that was in the trench. And when all the people saw it, they fell on their faces: and
they said, The LORD, he is the God; the LORD, he is the God. And Elijah said unto them, Take the
prophets of Baal; let not one of them escape. And they took them: and Elijah brought them down to the
brook Kishon, and slew them there.” (1 Kings 18:20-40)

74. Elijah's Supernatural Removal From This Earth
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"And it came to pass, when the LORD would take up Elijah into heaven by a whirlwind, that Elijah
went with Elisha from Gilgal...And Elijah took his mantle, and wrapped it together, and smote the
waters, and they were divided hither and thither, so that they two went over on dry ground. And it came
to pass, when they were gone over, that Elijah said unto Elisha, Ask what I shall do for thee, before I be
taken away from thee. And Elisha said, I pray thee, let a double portion of thy spirit be upon me. And he
said, Thou hast asked a hard thing: nevertheless, if thou see me when I am taken from thee, it shall be so
unto thee; but if not, it shall not be so. And it came to pass, as they still went on, and talked, that,
behold, there appeared a chariot of fire, and horses of fire, and parted them both asunder; and Elijah went

up by a whirlwind into heaven.” (2 Kings 2:1, 8-11)

75. The Healing of Naaman ‘

"Now Naaman, captain of the host of the king of Syria, was a great man with his master, and
honourable, because by him the LORD had given deliverance unto Syria: he was also a mighty man in
valour, but he was a leper. And the Syrians had gone out by companies, and had brought away captive
out of the land of Israel a little maid; and she waited on Naaman's wife. And she said unto her mistress,
Would God my lord were with the prophet that is in Samaria! for he would recover him of his
leprosy...So Naaman came with his horses and with his chariot, and stood at the door of the house of
Elisha. And Elisha sent a messenger unto him, saying, Go and wash in Jordan seven times, and thy flesh
shall come again to thee, and thou shalt be clean. But Naaman was wroth, and went away, and said,
Behold, I thought, He will surely come out to me, and stand, and call on the name of the LORD his God,
and strike his hand over the place, and recover the leper. Are not Abana and Pharpar, rivers of
Damascus, better than all the waters of Israel? may I not wash in them, and be clean? So he turned and
went away in a rage. And his servants came near, and spake unto him, and said, My father, if the
prophet had bid thee do some great thing, wouldest thou not have done it? how much rather then, when
he saith to thee, Wash, and be clean? Then went he down, and dipped himself seven times in Jordan,
according to the saying of the man of God: and his flesh came again like unto the flesh of a little child,
and he was clean.” (2 Kings 5:1-3, 9-14)

76. Deliverance of Starving Samaria ‘

"And it came to pass after this, that Benhadad king of Syria gathered all his host, and went up, and
besieged Samaria. And there was a great famine in Samaria: and, behold, they besieged it, until an ass’s
head was sold for fourscore pieces of silver, and the fourth part of a cab of dove’s dung for five pieces of
silver. And as the king of Israel was passing by upon the wall, there cried a woman unto him, saying,
Help, my lord, O king. And he said, If the LORD do not help thee, whence shall I help thee? out of the
barnfloor, or out of the winepress? And the king said unto her, What aileth thee? And she answered,
This woman said unto me, Give thy son, that we may eat him to day, and we will eat my son to morrow.
So we boiled my son, and did eat him: and I said unto her on the next day, Give thy son, that we may eat
him: and she hath hid her son.” (2 Kings 6:24-29)
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"Then Elisha said, Hear ye the word of the LORD; Thus saith the LORD, To morrow about this time
shall a measure of fine flour be sold for a shekel, and two measures of barley for a shekel, in the gate of
Samaria...And there were four leprous men at the entering in of the gate: and they said one to another,
Why sit we here until we die?lf we say, We will enter into the city, then the famine is in the city, and we
shall die there: and if we sit still here, we die also. Now therefore come, and let us fall unto the host of the
Syrians: if they save us alive, we shall live; and if they kill us, we shall but die. And they rose up in the
twilight, to go unto the camp of the Syrians: and when they were come to the uttermost part of the camp
of Syria, behold, there was no man there. For the LORD had made the host of the Syrians to hear a noise
of chariots, and a noise of horses, even the noise of a great host: and they said one to another, Lo, the king
of Israel hath hired against us the kings of the Hittites, and the kings of the Egyptians, to come upon us.
Wherefore they arose and fled in the twilight, and left their tents, and their horses, and their asses, even
the camp as it was, and fled for their life. And when these lepers came to the uttermost part of the camp,
they went into one tent, and did eat and drink, and carried thence silver, and gold, and raiment, and
went and hid it; and came again, and entered into another tent, and carried thence also, and went and
hid it. Then they said one to another, We do not well: this day is a day of good tidings, and we hold our
peace: if we tarry till the morning light, some mischief will come upon us: now therefore come, that we
may go and tell the king’s household. So they came and called unto the porter of the city: and they told
them, saying, We came to the camp of the Syrians, and, behold, there was no man there, neither voice of
man, but horses tied, and asses tied, and the tents as they were. And he called the porters; and they told
it to the king’s house within...And the people went out, and spoiled the tents of the Syrians. So a
measure of fine flour was sold for a shekel, and two measures of barley for a shekel, according to the word
of the LORD.”

(2 Kings 7:1, 3-11, 16)

77. Jehoshaphat's All-Inclusive Bible Teaching Program And His Prayer
For Deliverance

"And they continued three years without war between Syria and Israel.” (1 Kings 22:1)

"And the LORD was with Jehoshaphat, because he walked in the first ways of his father David, and
sought not unto Baalim; But sought to the Lord God of his father, and walked in his commandments,
and not after the doings of Israel. Therefore the LORD stablished the kingdom in his hand; and all Judah
brought to Jehoshaphat presents; and he had riches and honour in abundance...Also in the third year of
his reign he sent to his princes, even to Benhail, and to Obadiah, and to Zechariah, and to Nethaneel,
and to Michaiah, to teach in the cities of Judah. And with them he sent Levites, even Shemaiah, and
Nethaniah, and Zebadiah, and Asahel, and Shemiramoth, and Jehonathan, and Adonijah, and Tobijah,
and Tobadonijah, Levites; and with them Elishama and Jehoram, priests. And they taught in Judah, and
had the book of the law of the LORD with them, and went about throughout all the cities of Judah, and
taught the people.” (2 Chron. 17:3-5, 7-9)

"It came to pass after this also, that the children of Moab, and the children of Ammon, and with them
other beside the Ammonites, came against Jehoshaphat to battle. Then there came some that told
Jehoshaphat, saying, There cometh a great multitude against thee from beyond the sea on this side Syria;
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and, behold, they be in Hazazontamar, which is Engedi. And Jehoshaphat feared, and set himself to seek
the LORD, and proclaimed a fast throughout all Judah. And Judah gathered themselves together, to ask
help of the LORD: even out of all the cities of Judah they came to seek the LORD...And all Judah stood
before the LORD, with their little ones, their wives, and their children. Then upon Jahaziel the son of
Zechariah, the son of Benaiah, the son of Jeiel, the son of Mattaniah, a Levite of the sons of Asaph, came
the Spirit of the LORD in the midst of the congregation; And he said, Hearken ye, all Judah, and ye
inhabitants of Jerusalem, and thou king Jehoshaphat, Thus saith the LORD unto you, Be not afraid nor
dismayed by reason of this great multitude; for the battle is not yours, but God’s. To morrow go ye
down against them: behold, they come up by the cliff of Ziz; and ye shall find them at the end of the
brook, before the wilderness of Jeruel. Ye shall not need to fight in this battle: set yourselves, stand ye
still, and see the salvation of the LORD with you, O Judah and Jerusalem: fear not, nor be dismayed; to
morrow go out against them: for the LORD will be with you.” (2 Chron. 20:1-4, 13-17)

| 78. Isaiah's Vision of God's Glory ‘

"In the year that king Uzziah died I saw also the LORD sitting upon a throne, high and lifted up, and
his train filled the temple. Above it stood the seraphims: each one had six wings; with twain he covered
his face, and with twain he covered his feet, and with twain he did fly. And one cried unto another, and
said, Holy, holy, holy, is the LORD of hosts: the whole earth is full of his glory. And the posts of the door
moved at the voice of him that cried, and the house was filled with smoke. Then said I, Woe is me! for I
am undone; because I am a man of unclean lips, and I dwell in the midst of a people of unclean lips: for
mine eyes have seen the King, the LORD of hosts. Then flew one of the seraphims unto me, having a live
coal in his hand, which he had taken with the tongs from off the altar: And he laid it upon my mouth,
and said, Lo, this hath touched thy lips; and thine iniquity is taken away, and thy sin purged. Also I
heard the voice of the Lord, saying, Whom shall I send, and who will go for us? Then said I, Here am I;
send me.” (Isa. 6:1-8)

79. The Divine Sign Refused by Ahaz ‘

"And it came to pass in the days of Ahaz the son of Jotham, the son of Uzziah, king of Judah, that Rezin
the king of Syria, and Pekah the son of Remaliah, king of Israel, went up toward Jerusalem to war
against it, but could not prevail against it. And it was told the house of David, saying, Syria is
confederate with Ephraim. And his heart was moved, and the heart of his people, as the trees of the wood
are moved with the wind. Then said the LORD unto Isaiah, Go forth now to meet Ahaz, thou, and
Shearjashub thy son, at the end of the conduit of the upper pool in the highway of the fuller’s field; And
say unto him, Take heed, and be quiet; fear not, neither be fainthearted for the two tails of these smoking
firebrands, for the fierce anger of Rezin with Syria, and of the son of Remaliah...Moreover the LORD
spake again unto Ahaz, saying, Ask thee a sign of the LORD thy God; ask it either in the depth, or in the
height above. But Ahaz said, I will not ask, neither will I tempt the LORD. And he said, Hear ye now, O
house of David; Is it a small thing for you to weary men, but will ye weary my God also? Therefore the
Lord himself shall give you a sign; Behold, a virgin shall conceive, and bear a son, and shall call his
name Immanuel.” (Isa. 7:1-4, 10-14)

80. The Protection of Joash from Athaliah's Bloody Purge ‘

"And when Athaliah the mother of Ahaziah saw that her son was dead, she arose and destroyed all the
seed royal. But Jehosheba, the daughter of king Joram, sister of Ahaziah, took Joash the son of Ahaziah,
and stole him from among the king’s sons which were slain; and they hid him, even him and his nurse,
in the bedchamber from Athaliah, so that he was not slain. And he was with her hid in the house of the
LORD six years. And Athaliah did reign over the land...And ye shall compass the king round about,
every man with his weapons in his hand: and he that cometh within the ranges, let him be slain: and be
ye with the king as he goeth out and as he cometh in...And to the captains over hundreds did the priest
give king David’s spears and shields, that were in the temple of the LORD...And he brought forth the
king's son, and put the crown upon him, and gave him the testimony; and they made him king, and
anointed him; and they clapped their hands, and said, God save the king. And when Athaliah heard the
noise of the guard and of the people, she came to the people into the temple of the LORD. And when she
looked, behold, the king stood by a pillar, as the manner was, and the princes and the trumpeters by the
king, and all the people of the land rejoiced, and blew with trumpets: and Athaliah rent her clothes, and
cried, Treason, Treason. But Jehoiada the priest commanded the captains of the hundreds, the officers of
the host, and said unto them, Have her forth without the ranges: and him that followeth her kill with the
sword. For the priest had said, Let her not be slain in the house of the LORD. And they laid hands on
her; and she went by the way by the which the horses came into the king's house: and there was she
slain.” (2 Kings 11:1-3, §, 10, 12-16)

| 81. The Stoning of Zechariah, Judah's Godly High Priest

"But Jehoiada waxed old, and was full of days when he died; an hundred and thirty years old was he
when he died. And they buried him in the city of David among the kings, because he had done good in
Israel, both toward God, and toward his house. Now after the death of Jehoiada came the princes of
Judah, and made obeisance to the king. Then the king hearkened unto them. And they left the house of
the LORD God of their fathers, and served groves and idols: and wrath came upon Judah and Jerusalem
for this their trespass. Yet he sent prophets to them, to bring them again unto the LORD; and they
testified against them: but they would not give ear. And the Spirit of God came upon Zechariah the son
of Jehoiada the priest, which stood above the people, and said unto them, Thus saith God, Why
transgress ye the commandments of the LORD, that ye cannot prosper? because ye have forsaken the
LORD, he hath also forsaken you. And they conspired against him, and stoned him with stones at the
commandment of the king in the court of the house of the LORD. Thus Joash the king remembered not
the kindness which Jehoiada his father had done to him, but slew his son. And when he died, he said, The
LORD look upon it, and require it.” (2 Chron. 24:15-22)

82. The Great Revival and Repentance in the City of Nineveh

"And the word of the LORD came unto Jonah the second time, saying, Arise, go unto Nineveh, that
great city, and preach unto it the preaching that I bid thee. So Jonah arose, and went unto Nineveh,
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according to the word of the LORD. Now Nineveh was an exceeding great city of three days’ journey.
And Jonah began to enter into the city a day’s journey, and he cried, and said, Yet forty days, and
Nineveh shall be overthrown. So the people of Nineveh believed God, and proclaimed a fast, and put on
sackcloth, from the greatest of them even to the least of them. For word came unto the king of Nineveh,
and he arose from his throne, and he laid his robe from him, and covered him with sackcloth, and sat in
ashes. And he caused it to be proclaimed and published through Nineveh by the decree of the king and
his nobles, saying, Let neither man nor beast, herd nor flock, taste any thing: let them not feed, nor drink
water: But let man and beast be covered with sackcloth, and cry mightily unto God: yea, let them turn
every one from his evil way, and from the violence that is in their hands. Who can tell if God will turn
and repent, and turn away from his fierce anger, that we perish not? And God saw their works, that
they turned from their evil way; and God repented of the evil, that he had said that he would do unto
them, and he did it not.” (Jonah 3:1-10)

83. The Extension of Hezekiah's Life ‘

"In those days was Hezekiah sick unto death. And the prophet Isaiah the son of Amoz came to him, and
said unto him, Thus saith the LORD, Set thine house in order; for thou shalt die, and not live. Then he
turned his face to the wall, and prayed unto the LORD, saying, I beseech thee, O LORD, remember now
how I have walked before thee in truth and with a perfect heart, and have done that which is good in thy
sight. And Hezekiah wept sore. And it came to pass, afore Isaiah was gone out into the middle court,
that the word of the LORD came to him, saying, Turn again, and tell Hezekiah the captain of my people,
Thus saith the LORD, the God of David thy father, I have heard thy prayer, I have seen thy tears:
behold, I will heal thee: on the third day thou shalt go up unto the house of the LORD. And I will add
unto thy days fifteen years; and I will deliver thee and this city out of the hand of the king of Assyria;
and 1 will defend this city for mine own sake, and for my servant David's sake...And Hezekiah said unto
Isaiah, What shall be the sign that the LORD will heal me, and that I shall go up into the house of the
LORD the third day? And Isaiah said, This sign shalt thou have of the LORD, that the LORD will do
the thing that he hath spoken: shall the shadow go forward ten degrees, or go back ten degrees? And
Hezekiah answered, 1t is a light thing for the shadow to go down ten degrees: nay, but let the shadow
return backward ten degrees. And Isaiah the prophet cried unto the LORD: and he brought the shadow
ten degrees backward, by which it had gone down in the dial of Ahaz.” (2 Kings 20:1-6, 8-11)

| 84. Conversion of Wicked King Manasseh ‘

"Manasseh was twelve years old when he began to reign, and he reigned fifty and five years in
Jerusalem: But did that which was evil in the sight of the LORD, like unto the abominations of the
heathen, whom the LORD had cast out before the children of Israel. For he built again the high places
which Hezekiah his father had broken down, and he reared up altars for Baalim, and made groves, and
worshipped all the host of heaven, and served them. Also he built altars in the house of the LORD,
whereof the LORD had said, In Jerusalem shall my name be for ever. And he built altars for all the host
of heaven in the two courts of the house of the LORD. And he caused his children to pass through the
fire in the valley of the son of Hinnom: also he observed times, and used enchantments, and used
witchcraft, and dealt with a familiar spirit, and with wizards: he wrought much evil in the sight of the
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LORD, to provoke him to anger. And he set a carved image, the idol which he had made, in the house of
God, of which God had said to David and to Solomon his son, In this house, and in Jerusalem, which I
have chosen before all the tribes of Israel, will I put my name for ever:...And the LORD spake to
Manasseh, and to his people: but they would not hearken. Wherefore the LORD brought upon them the
captains of the host of the king of Assyria, which took Manasseh among the thorns, and bound him with
fetters, and carried him to Babylon. And when he was in affliction, he besought the LORD his God, and
humbled himself greatly before the God of his fathers, And prayed unto him: and he was intreated of
him, and heard his supplication, and brought him again to Jerusalem into his kingdom. Then Manasseh
knew that the LORD he was God...And he took away the strange gods, and the idol out of the house of
the LORD, and all the altars that he had built in the mount of the house of the LORD, and in Jerusalem,
and cast them out of the city. And he repaired the altar of the LORD, and sacrificed thereon peace
offerings and thank offerings, and commanded Judah to serve the LORD God of Israel.”

(2 Chron. 33:1-7, 10-13, 15-16)

| 85. Assyrian Captivity of the Ten Northern Tribes ‘

"And it came to pass in the fourth year of king Hezekiah, which was the seventh year of Hoshea son of
Elah king of Israel, that Shalmaneser king of Assyria came up against Samaria, and besieged it. And at
the end of three years they took it: even in the sixth year of Hezekiah, that is in the ninth year of Hoshea
king of Israel, Samaria was taken. And the king of Assyria did carry away Israel unto Assyria, and put
them in Halah and in Habor by the river of Gozan, and in the cities of the Medes: Because they obeyed
not the voice of the LORD their God, but transgressed his covenant, and all that Moses the servant of
the LORD commanded, and would not hear them, nor do them.” (2 Kings 18:9-12)

| 86. The Deliverance of Jerusalem from the Assyrians ‘

"Therefore thus saith the LORD concerning the king of Assyria, He shall not come into this city, nor
shoot an arrow there, nor come before it with shields, nor cast a bank against it. By the way that he
came, by the same shall he return, and shall not come into this city, saith the LORD. For I will defend
this city to save it for mine own sake, and for my servant David’s sake. Then the angel of the LORD
went forth, and smote in the camp of the Assyrians a hundred and fourscore and five thousand: and
when they arose early in the morning, behold, they were all dead corpses.” (Isa. 37:33-36)

| 87. Discovering the Law of Moses In Josiah's Reign ‘

"The burden of the valley of vision. What aileth thee now, that thou art wholly gone up to the
housetops? Thou that art full of stirs, a tumultuous city, joyous city: thy slain men are not slain with
the sword, nor dead in battle. All thy rulers are fled together, they are bound by the archers: all that are
found in thee are bound together, which have fled from far. Therefore said 1, Look away from me; I will
weep bitterly, labour not to comfort me, because of the spoiling of the daughter of my people. For it is a
day of trouble, and of treading down, and of perplexity by the Lord GOD of hosts in the valley of vision,
breaking down the walls, and of crying to the mountains...And he discovered the covering of Judah, and
thou didst look in that day to the armour of the house of the forest. Ye have seen also the breaches of the
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city of David, that they are many: and ye gathered together the waters of the lower pool. And ye have
numbered the houses of Jerusalem, and the houses have ye broken down to fortify the wall. Ye made also
a ditch between the two walls for the water of the old pool: but ye have not looked unto the maker thereof,
neither had respect unto him that fashioned it long ago.”

(2 Kings 22:1-5, 8-11)

"The burden of Tyre. Howl, ye ships of Tarshish; for it is laid waste, so that there is no house, no
entering in: from the land of Chittim it is revealed to them. Be still, ye inhabitants of the isle; thou whom
the merchants of Zidon, that pass over the sea, have replenished. And by great waters the seed of Sihor,
the harvest of the river, is her revenue; and she is a mart of nations.” (2 Kings 23:1-3)

| 88. Call of Jeremiah and the Burning of His Scroll l

"Then the word of the LORD came unto me, saying, Before I formed thee in the belly I knew thee; and
before thou camest forth out of the womb I sanctified thee, and I ordained thee a prophet unto the
nations. Then said I, Ah, Lord GOD! behold, I cannot speak: for I am a child. But the LORD said unto
me, Say not, I am a child: for thou shalt go to all that I shall send thee, and whatsoever I command thee
thou shalt speak. Be not afraid of their faces: for I am with thee to deliver thee, saith the LORD. Then the
LORD put forth his hand, and touched my mouth. And the LORD said unto me, Behold, I have put my
words in thy mouth. See, I have this day set thee over the nations and over the kingdoms, to root out,
and to pull down, and to destroy, and to throw down, to build, and to plant.” (Jere. 1:4-10)

"And it came to pass in the fourth year of Jehoiakim the son of Josiah king of Judah, that this word came
unto Jeremiah from the LORD, saying, Take thee a roll of a book, and write therein all the words that 1
have spoken unto thee against Israel, and against Judah, and against all the nations, from the day I spake
unto thee, from the days of Josiah, even unto this day. It may be that the house of Judah will hear all the
evil which I purpose to do unto them; that they may return every man from his evil way; that I may
forgive their iniquity and their sin. Then Jeremiah called Baruch the son of Neriah: and Baruch wrote
from the mouth of Jeremiah all the words of the LORD, which he had spoken unto him, upon a roll of a
book... Therefore go thou, and read in the roll, which thou hast written from my mouth, the words of the
LORD in the ears of the people in the LORD's house upon the fasting day: and also thou shalt read
them in the ears of all Judah that come out of their cities...Now it came to pass, when they had heard all
the words, they were afraid both one and other, and said unto Baruch, We will surely tell the king of all
these words...And they went in to the king into the court, but they laid up the roll in the chamber of
Elishama the scribe, and told all the words in the ears of the king...Now the king sat in the winterhouse
in the ninth month: and there was a fire on the hearth burning before him. And it came to pass, that
when Jehudi had read three or four leaves, he cut it with the penknife, and cast it into the fire that was
on the hearth, until all the roll was consumed in the fire that was on the hearth...Then took Jeremiah
another roll, and gave it to Baruch the scribe, the son of Neriah; who wrote therein from the mouth of
Jeremiah all the words of the book which Jehoiakim king of Judah had burned in the fire: and there were
added besides unto them many like words.” (Jere. 36:1-4, 6, 16, 20, 22-23, 32)
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89. Giving of the New Covenant

"Behold, the days come, saith the LORD, that I will make a new covenant with the house of Israel, and
with the house of Judah: Not according to the covenant that I made with their fathers in the day that I
took them by the hand to bring them out of the land of Egypt; which my covenant they brake, although I
was an husband unto them, saith the LORD: But this shall be the covenant that I will make with the
house of Israel; After those days, saith the LORD, I will put my law in their inward parts, and write it
in their hearts; and will be their God, and they shall be my people. And they shall teach no more every
man his neighbour, and every man his brother, saying, Know the LORD: for they shall all know me,
from the least of them unto the greatest of them, saith the LORD: for I will forgive their iniquity, and I
will remember their sin no more.” (Jere. 31:31-34)

| 90. Call of Ezekiel and the Departure of the Glory Cloud |

"The word of the LORD came expressly unto Ezekiel the priest, the son of Buzi, in the land of the
Chaldeans by the river Chebar; and the hand of the LORD was there upon him. And I looked, and,
behold, a whirlwind came out of the north, a great cloud, and a fire infolding itself, and a brightness was
about it, and out of the midst thereof as the colour of amber, out of the midst of the fire. Also out of the
midst thereof came the likeness of four living creatures. And this was their appearance; they had the
likeness of a man. And every one had four faces, and every one had four wings...As for the likeness of
the living creatures, their appearance was like burning coals of fire, and like the appearance of lamps: it
went up and down among the living creatures; and the fire was bright, and out of the fire went forth
lightning...Now as I beheld the living creatures, behold one wheel upon the earth by the living
creatures, with his four faces. The appearance of the wheels and their work was like unto the colour of a
beryl: and they four had one likeness: and their appearance and their work was as it were a wheel in the
middle of a wheel...And above the firmament that was over their heads was the likeness of a throne, as
the appearance of a sapphire stone: and upon the likeness of the throne was the likeness as the appearance
of a man above upon it. And I saw as the colour of amber, as the appearance of fire round about within
it, from the appearance of his loins even upward, and from the appearance of his loins even downward, I
saw as it were the appearance of fire, and it had brightness round about. As the appearance of the bow
that is in the cloud in the day of rain, so was the appearance of the brightness round about. This was the
appearance of the likeness of the glory of the LORD. And when I saw it, I fell upon my face, and I heard
a voice of one that spake.” (Ezek. 1:3-6, 13, 15-16, 26-28)

"And it came to pass at the end of seven days, that the word of the LORD came unto me, saying, Son of
man, I have made thee a watchman unto the house of Israel: therefore hear the word at my mouth, and

give them warning from me.” (Ezek. 3:16-17)

"Now the cherubims stood on the right side of the house, when the man went in; and the cloud filled the
inner court. Then the glory of the LORD went up from the cherub, and stood over the threshold of the
house; and the house was filled with the cloud, and the court was full of the brightness of the LORD's
glory... Then the glory of the LORD departed from off the threshold of the house, and stood over the
cherubims.” (Ezek. 10:3-4, 18)
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"Then did the cherubims lift up their wings, and the wheels beside them; and the glory of the God of
Israel was over them above. And the glory of the LORD went up from the midst of the city, and stood
upon the mountain which is on the east side of the city.” (Ezek. 11:22-23)

91. Destruction of Jerusalem, the First Temple and the Babylonian
Captivity

"Moreover all the chief of the priests, and the people, transgressed very much after all the abominations
of the heathen; and polluted the house of the LORD which he had hallowed in Jerusalem. And the LORD
God of their fathers sent to them by his messengers, rising up betimes, and sending; because he had
compassion on his people, and on his dwelling place: But they mocked the messengers of God, and
despised his words, and misused his prophets, until the wrath of the LORD arose against his people, till
there was no remedy. Therefore he brought upon them the king of the Chaldees, who slew their young
men with the sword in the house of their sanctuary, and had no compassion upon young man or maiden,
old man, or him that stooped for age: he gave them all into his hand. And all the vessels of the house of
God, great and small, and the treasures of the house of the LORD, and the treasures of the king, and of
his princes; all these he brought to Babylon. And they burnt the house of God, and brake down the wall
of Jerusalem, and burnt all the palaces thereof with fire, and destroyed all the goodly vessels thereof. And
them that had escaped from the sword carried he away to Babylon; where they were servants to him and
his sons until the reign of the kingdom of Persia: To fulfil the word of the LORD by the mouth of
Jeremiah, until the land had enjoyed her sabbaths: for as long as she lay desolate she kept sabbath, to
fulfil threescore and ten years.” (2 Chron. 36:14-21)

| 92. Interpretation of Nebuchadnezzar's Dream by Daniel

"Daniel answered in the presence of the king, and said, The secret which the king hath demanded cannot
the wise men, the astrologers, the magicians, the soothsayers, shew unto the king; But there is a God in
heaven that revealeth secrets, and maketh known to the king Nebuchadnezzar what shall be in the latter
days. Thy dream, and the visions of thy head upon thy bed, are these;... Thou, O king, sawest, and
behold a great image. This great image, whose brightness was excellent, stood before thee; and the form
thereof was terrible. This image’s head was of fine gold, his breast and his arms of silver, his belly and
his thighs of brass, His legs of iron, his feet part of iron and part of clay. Thou sawest till that a stone
was cut out without hands, which smote the image upon his feet that were of iron and clay, and brake
them to pieces. Then was the iron, the clay, the brass, the silver, and the gold, broken to pieces together,
and became like the chaff of the summer threshingfloors; and the wind carried them away, that no place
was found for them: and the stone that smote the image became a great mountain, and filled the whole
earth. This is the dream; and we will tell the interpretation thereof before the king. Thou, O king, art a
king of kings: for the God of heaven hath given thee a kingdom, power, and strength, and glory. And
wheresoever the children of men dwell, the beasts of the field and the fowls of the heaven hath he given
into thine hand, and hath made thee ruler over them all. Thou art this head of gold. And after thee shall
arise another kingdom inferior to thee, and another third kingdom of brass, which shall bear rule over all
the earth. And the fourth kingdom shall be strong as iron: forasmuch as iron breaketh in pieces and
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subdueth all things: and as iron that breaketh all these, shall it break in pieces and bruise. And whereas
thou sawest the feet and toes, part of potters’ clay, and part of iron, the kingdom shall be divided; but
there shall be in it of the strength of the iron, forasmuch as thou sawest the iron mixed with miry clay.
And as the toes of the feet were part of iron, and part of clay, so the kingdom shall be partly strong, and
partly broken. And whereas thou sawest iron mixed with miry clay, they shall mingle themselves with
the seed of men: but they shall not cleave one to another, even as iron is not mixed with clay. And in the
days of these kings shall the God of heaven set up a kingdom, which shall never be destroyed: and the
kingdom shall not be left to other people, but it shall break in pieces and consume all these kingdoms,
and it shall stand for ever. Forasmuch as thou sawest that the stone was cut out of the mountain without
hands, and that it brake in pieces the iron, the brass, the clay, the silver, and the gold; the great God hath
made known to the king what shall come to pass hereafter: and the dream is certain, and the
interpretation thereof sure.” (Dan. 2:27-28, 31-45)

| 93. Divine Protection of Three Hebrew Men in a Furnace of Fire ‘

" And these three men, Shadrach, Meshach, and Abednego, fell down bound into the midst of the
burning fiery furnace. Then Nebuchadnezzar the king was astonied, and rose up in haste, and spake,
and said unto his counsellors, Did not we cast three men bound into the midst of the fire? They
answered and said unto the king, True, O king. He answered and said, Lo, I see four men loose, walking
in the midst of the fire, and they have no hurt; and the form of the fourth is like the Son of God. Then
Nebuchadnezzar came near to the mouth of the burning fiery furnace, and spake, and said, Shadrach,
Meshach, and Abednego, ye servants of the most high God, come forth, and come hither. Then Shadrach,
Meshach, and Abednego, came forth of the midst of the fire. And the princes, governors, and captains,
and the king’s counsellors, being gathered together, saw these men, upon whose bodies the fire had no
power, nor was an hair of their head singed, neither were their coats changed, nor the smell of fire had
passed on them. Then Nebuchadnezzar spake, and said, Blessed be the God of Shadrach, Meshach, and
Abednego, who hath sent his angel, and delivered his servants that trusted in him, and have changed the
king's word, and yielded their bodies, that they might not serve nor worship any god, except their own
God.” (Dan. 3:23-28)

| 94. Interpreting by Daniel of the Handwriting on the Wall ‘

"Belshazzar the king made a great feast to a thousand of his lords, and drank wine before the thousand.
Belshazzar, whiles he tasted the wine, commanded to bring the golden and silver vessels which his father
Nebuchadnezzar had taken out of the temple which was in Jerusalem; that the king, and his princes, his
wives, and his concubines, might drink therein. Then they brought the golden vessels that were taken
out of the temple of the house of God which was at Jerusalem; and the king, and his princes, his wives,
and his concubines, drank in them. They drank wine, and praised the gods of gold, and of silver, of brass,
of iron, of wood, and of stone. In the same hour came forth fingers of a man's hand, and wrote over
against the candlestick upon the plaister of the wall of the king's palace: and the king saw the part of the
hand that wrote. Then the king’s countenance was changed, and his thoughts troubled him, so that the
joints of his loins were loosed, and his knees smote one against another. The king cried aloud to bring in
the astrologers, the Chaldeans, and the soothsayers. And the king spake, and said to the wise men of
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Babylon, Whosoever shall read this writing, and shew me the interpretation thereof, shall be clothed with
scarlet, and have a chain of gold about his neck, and shall be the third ruler in the kingdom. Then came
in all the king's wise men: but they could not read the writing, nor make known to the king the
interpretation thereof... Then Daniel answered and said before the king, Let thy gifts be to thyself, and
give thy rewards to another; yet 1 will read the writing unto the king, and make known to him the
interpretation... And this is the writing that was written, MENE, MENE, TEKEL, UPHARSIN. This
is the interpretation of the thing: MENE; God hath numbered thy kingdom, and finished it. TEKEL;
Thou art weighed in the balances, and art found wanting. PERES; Thy kingdom is divided, and given to
the Medes and Persians.” (Dan. 5:1-8, 17, 25-28)

95. Divine Protection of Daniel in a Den of Lions ‘

"Then the king commanded, and they brought Daniel, and cast him into the den of lions. Now the king
spake and said unto Daniel, Thy God whom thou servest continually, he will deliver thee. And a stone
was brought, and laid upon the mouth of the den; and the king sealed it with his own signet, and with
the signet of his lords; that the purpose might not be changed concerning Daniel. Then the king went to
his palace, and passed the night fasting: neither were instruments of musick brought before him: and his
sleep went from him. Then the king arose very early in the morning, and went in haste unto the den of
lions. And when he came to the den, he cried with a lamentable voice unto Daniel: and the king spake
and said to Daniel, O Daniel, servant of the living God, is thy God, whom thou servest continually, able
to deliver thee from the lions? Then said Daniel unto the king, O king, live for ever. My God hath sent
his angel, and hath shut the lions’ mouths, that they have not hurt me: forasmuch as before him
innocency was found in me; and also before thee, O king, have I done no hurt. Then was the king
exceedingly glad for him, and commanded that they should take Daniel up out of the den. So Daniel was
taken up out of the den, and no manner of hurt was found upon him, because he believed in his God."”
(Dan. 6:16-23)

| 96. The Return Decree of King Cyrus ‘

"Now in the first year of Cyrus king of Persia, that the word of the LORD spoken by the mouth of
Jeremiah might be accomplished, the LORD stirred up the spirit of Cyrus king of Persia, that he made a
proclamation throughout all his kingdom, and put it also in writing, saying, Thus saith Cyrus king of
Persia, All the kingdoms of the earth hath the LORD God of heaven given me; and he hath charged me to
build him an house in Jerusalem, which is in Judah. Who is there among you of all his people? The
LORD his God be with him, and let him go up.”

(2 Chron. 36:22-23)

"Then rose up the chief of the fathers of Judah and Benjamin, and the priests, and the Levites, with all
them whose spirit God had raised, to go up to build the house of the LORD which is in Jerusalem.”
(Ezra 1:5)

"The whole congregation together was forty and two thousand three hundred and threescore.”
(Ezra 2:64)
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97. Completion of the Second Temple ‘

" And when the builders laid the foundation of the temple of the LORD, they set the priests in their
apparel with trumpets, and the Levites the sons of Asaph with cymbals, to praise the LORD, after the
ordinance of David king of Israel. And they sang together by course in praising and giving thanks unto
the LORD; because he is good, for his mercy endureth for ever toward Israel. And all the people shouted
with a great shout, when they praised the LORD, because the foundation of the house of the LORD was
laid. But many of the priests and Levites and chief of the fathers, who were ancient men, that had seen
the first house, when the foundation of this house was laid before their eyes, wept with a loud voice; and
many shouted aloud for joy: So that the people could not discern the noise of the shout of joy from the
noise of the weeping of the people: for the people shouted with a loud shout, and the noise was heard afar
off.” (Ezra 3:10-13)

"And the elders of the Jews builded, and they prospered through the prophesying of Haggai the prophet
and Zechariah the son of Iddo. And they builded, and finished it, according to the commandment of the
God of Israel, and according to the commandment of Cyrus, and Darius, and Artaxerxes king of Persia.
And this house was finished on the third day of the month Adar, which was in the sixth year of the reign
of Darius the king.” (Ezra 6:14-15)

| 98. Revivals Under Ezra and Nehemiah ‘

"Now when these things were done, the princes came to me, saying, The people of Israel, and the priests,
and the Levites, have not separated themselves from the people of the lands, doing according to their
abominations, even of the Canaanites, the Hittites, the Perizzites, the Jebusites, the Ammonites, the
Moabites, the EQyptians, and the Amorites. For they have taken of their daughters for themselves, and
for their sons: so that the holy seed have mingled themselves with the people of those lands: yea, the hand
of the princes and rulers hath been chief in this trespass. And when I heard this thing, I rent my
garment and my mantle, and plucked off the hair of my head and of my beard, and sat down astonied.
Then were assembled unto me every one that trembled at the words of the God of Israel, because of the
transgression of those that had been carried away; and I sat astonied until the evening sacrifice. And at
the evening sacrifice I arose up from my heaviness; and having rent my garment and my mantle, I fell
upon my knees, and spread out my hands unto the LORD my God, And said, O my God, I am ashamed
and blush to lift up my face to thee, my God: for our iniquities are increased over our head, and our

trespass is grown up unto the heavens.” (Ezra 9:1-6)

And at
the evening sacrifice I arose up from my heaviness; and having rent my garment and my mantle, I fell
upon my knees, and spread out my hands unto the LORD my God,...Then all the men of Judah and
Benjamin gathered themselves together unto Jerusalem within three days. It was the ninth month, on
the twentieth day of the month; and all the people sat in the street of the house of God, trembling because
of this matter, and for the great rain. And Ezra the priest stood up, and said unto them, Ye have
transgressed, and have taken strange wives, to increase the trespass of Israel. Now therefore make
confession unto the LORD God of your fathers, and do his pleasure: and separate yourselves from the
people of the land, and from the strange wives. Then all the congregation answered and said with a loud
voice, As thou hast said, so must we do.” (Ezra 10:1-5, 9-12)

"And all the people gathered themselves together as one man into the street that was before the water
gate; and they spake unto Ezra the scribe to bring the book of the law of Moses, which the LORD had
commanded to Israel. And Ezra the priest brought the law before the congregation both of men and
women, and all that could hear with understanding, upon the first day of the seventh month. And he
read therein before the street that was before the water gate from the morning until midday, before the
men and the women, and those that could understand; and the ears of all the people were attentive unto
the book of the law...And Ezra blessed the LORD, the great God. And all the people answered, Amen,
Amen, with lifting up their hands: and they bowed their heads, and worshipped the LORD with their
faces to the ground. Also Jeshua, and Bani, and Sherebiah, Jamin, Akkub, Shabbethai, Hodijah,
Maaseiah, Kelita, Azariah, Jozabad, Hanan, Pelaiah, and the Levites, caused the people to understand
the law: and the people stood in their place. So they read in the book in the law of God distinctly, and
gave the sense, and caused them to understand the reading. And Nehemiah, which is the Tirshatha, and
Ezra the priest the scribe, and the Levites that taught the people, said unto all the people, This day is
holy unto the LORD your God; mourn not, nor weep. For all the people wept, when they heard the
words of the law. Then he said unto them, Go your way, eat the fat, and drink the sweet, and send
portions unto them for whom nothing is prepared: for this day is holy unto our LORD: neither be ye
sorry; for the joy of the LORD is your strength. So the Levites stilled all the people, saying, Hold your
peace, for the day is holy; neither be ye grieved. And all the people went their way to eat, and to drink,
and to send portions, and to make great mirth, because they had understood the words that were
declared unto them.”

(Neh. 8:1-3, 6-12)

| 99. Deliverance of the Jews From Their Enemies in Esther's Time ‘

"Then the king Ahasuerus said unto Esther the queen and to Mordecai the Jew, Behold, I have given
Esther the house of Haman, and him they have hanged upon the gallows, because he laid his hand upon
the Jews...And he wrote in the king Ahasuerus’ name, and sealed it with the king's ring, and sent
letters by posts on horseback, and riders on mules, camels, and young dromedaries: Wherein the king
granted the Jews which were in every city to gather themselves together, and to stand for their life, to
destroy, to slay and to cause to perish, all the power of the people and province that would assault them,
both little ones and women, and to take the spoil of them for a prey.” (Esther 8:7, 10-11)
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"Now in the twelfth month, that is, the month Adar, on the thirteenth day of the same, when the king's
commandment and his decree drew near to be put in execution, in the day that the enemies of the Jews
hoped to have power over them, (though it was turned to the contrary, that the Jews had rule over them
that hated them;) The Jews gathered themselves together in their cities throughout all the provinces of
the king Ahasuerus, to lay hand on such as sought their hurt: and no man could withstand them; for the
fear of them fell upon all people. And all the rulers of the provinces, and the lieutenants, and the
deputies, and officers of the king, helped the Jews; because the fear of Mordecai fell upon them. For
Mordecai was great in the king's house, and his fame went out throughout all the provinces: for this
man Mordecai waxed greater and greater. Thus the Jews smote all their enemies with the stroke of the
sword, and slaughter, and destruction, and did what they would unto those that hated them.... And
Mordecai wrote these things, and sent letters unto all the Jews that were in all the provinces of the king
Ahasuerus, both nigh and far, To stablish this among them, that they should keep the fourteenth day of
the month Adar, and the fifteenth day of the same, yearly, As the days wherein the Jews rested from their
enemies, and the month which was turned unto them from sorrow to joy, and from mourning into a
good day: that they should make them days of feasting and joy, and of sending portions one to another,
and gifts to the poor. And the Jews undertook to do as they had begqun, and as Mordecai had written
unto them.... Wherefore they called these days Purim after the name of Pur. Therefore for all the words
of this letter, and of that which they had seen concerning this matter, and which had come unto them,
The Jews ordained, and took upon them, and upon their seed, and upon all such as joined themselves
unto them, so as it should not fail, that they would keep these two days according to their writing, and
according to their appointed time every year; And that these days should be remembered and kept
throughout every generation, every family, every province, and every city; and that these days of Purim
should not fail from among the Jews, nor the memorial of them perish from their seed.” (Esther 9:1-5,
20-23, 26-28)

100. Rebuilding of the Jerusalem Walls ‘

"And I said unto the king, If it please the king, and if thy servant have found favour in thy sight, that
thou wouldest send me unto Judah, unto the city of my fathers’ sepulchres, that I may build it...So I
came to Jerusalem, and was there three days...Then said I unto them, Ye see the distress that we are in,
how Jerusalem lieth waste, and the gates thereof are burned with fire: come, and let us build up the wall
of Jerusalem, that we be no more a reproach. Then I told them of the hand of my God which was good
upon me; as also the king’s words that he had spoken unto me. And they said, Let us rise up and build.
So they strengthened their hands for this good work.” (Neh. 2:5, 11, 17-18)

"So the wall was finished in the twenty and fifth day of the month Elul, in fifty and two days.”
(Neh. 6:15)
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
